The Message Of The Cross
On our program, � e Message of the Cross, we were 
discussing a word that the Lord had given us concerning 
the dreams of Pharaoh that were interpreted by Joseph.

AFTER JOSEPH interpreted Pharaoh’s dreams, Pharaoh set Joseph over all the 
land of Egypt. To prepare for both harvest and famine, Joseph had great recepta-
cles built to store the grain so that there would be food for the people during the 
famine—a famine such as Egypt and the Middle East had never known before. 

Pharaoh
Now hear me on this: I believe that the dream of Pharaoh has something to do 
with the end-time as well. It was not just pertaining to what took place in Egypt 
four thousand years ago. No, it also has to do with some things now. 

Egypt saw a great harvest of grain, but I believe a move of God is coming 
that will bring in the greatest harvest of souls such as the world has never seen 
before, such as the church has never seen before, where hundreds of thousands, 
if not millions, are going to be swept into the kingdom of God. And, like the 
famine that followed Egypt’s bounty, immediately following this harvest of souls 
will be the great tribulation period, as represented in Pharaoh’s dream by seven 
lean cattle and seven empty ears of grain.

As the Lord spoke 
that to me I thought, “How in the world can it be? 
How is it possible?” But with God, all things are 
possible.

� e Lord told the great prophet Zecha-
riah, “Not by might, nor by power (not by 
human might or human power), but by my 
spirit, saith the Lord of hosts.” (Zech. 4:6).

Our Lord Himself said, “� e Spirit of the 
Lord is upon me, because he hath anointed 
me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath 
sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach 
deliverance to the captives, and recovering 
of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them 
that are bruised, to preach the acceptable 
year of the Lord” (Lk. 4:18-19). � is is the 
acceptable year, glory to God.

Ladies and gentlemen, I believe that 
many of you feel and sense it as well that 
God is about to do a powerful thing—a 
mighty move—glory to God!

World Evangelism
I came to learn through the years that God 
had given us a commission for world evan-
gelism, to touch this world for Christ. Sa-
tan did try to stop us—and he came very 
close to doing so. But by the grace of God, 
he did not succeed, and by the grace of 
God he will not succeed. Praise the Lord. 

I don’t know how many more in the 
world that God is calling, but I do know 
that He has called this ministry for world 
evangelism. 

I remember when we were trying to 
get people to help us with the transla-
tion work. We had gotten a few, but try-
ing to translate programming twenty-four 
hours a day, seven days a week is hor-
rendously expensive. Anyway, the Lord 
spoke to me and said, “Forget about that, 
about the translation. Every door that 
I open, no matter where in the world 
it is, go through it.” Until then, I hadn’t 
thought about it, but many times a great 
percentage of populations do speak En-
glish. I thought how some of them will get 
saved, and they’ll work as a missionary 
in their own countries; and others, who 
are already saved, will give this message 
of the cross to their friends and relatives.

The Network
Glory to God. Of course at that time, I had 
no knowledge of a television network. I 
had no knowledge of what God was going 
to do. We were struggling to try to hold on 
to what we had, and not looking like we 
were going to make it. But, thank God, by 
His grace, we did make it. And, I’m begin-
ning to see now: It’s not what is going to be, 
but it is a beginning—the Lord is moving 
and touching hearts and lives all over this 
world, and I thank God for it. I thank God 
that He’s using vessels such as this evange-
list, even though we’re not worthy of any-
thing, to be honest with you.

The Dream
God called us for world evangelism when I 
was eight years of age. At that time, I didn’t 
really know what world evangelism was. 
All I knew was missionaries, and I didn’t 
know much about them. But God gave me 
a dream when I was about ten years old. 
In that dream, I found myself standing 
out in front of our house up in northeast 
Louisiana. I looked to my right, and I saw 
a replica of the globe, about the size of a 
basketball, and I knew it was this planet, 
Earth, suspended in space. It turned, slow-
ly, and I could see the continents on it. As I 
looked, it did not seem strange to me that 
this thing was just hanging in space with 
nothing holding it up. 

� en, all of a sudden, I saw a � gure stand-
ing under it, a little bit o�  to the side, look-
ing up at the globe.

In 1985, the Lord gave me a vision of a 
harvest, and, about two years ago in prayer, 
the Lord refreshed that vision. Once again 
I saw it—the � elds of cotton as far as I 
could see in every direction. As preachers, 
we picture � elds of grain symbolizing the 
harvest, so why did I see cotton? � e Lord 
took me to His Word where He said, “Be-
hold, I say unto you, Li�  up your eyes, and 
look on the � elds; for they are white already 
to harvest” (Jn. 4:35). And in Luke, He said, 

“Pray ye therefore the Lord of the harvest
(who is Jesus Christ), that he would send 
forth labourers into his harvest” (Lk. 10:2)

� e Lord said to me, “I have called oth-
ers for localities, for certain areas of the 
world. But I have called this ministry alone 
for the entirety of the world.” And if you 
think about it, it’s not so di�  cult to under-
stand. � at’s what our ministry has been 
called to do from the very beginning—to 
touch this entire world for the cause of 
Christ. 

The Commission
Anyway, as I saw this vision of the har-
vest again, the Lord said, “� e commis-
sion that I gave you on July 1, 1985—that 

commission is still in force.” I was shocked 
and didn’t know how to take it because thir-
ty-four years earlier He had said, “Don’t fail 
Me, because there is no one else to do it.” 
And I remember thinking then, “Lord, I 
tried my best, but I can’t do it all.” At that 
time, we had a tremendous move of God in 
Russia, in what was then the Soviet Union 
and many there had come to the saving 
knowledge of Christ. Even so, I felt that I 
just could not do all that the Lord desired 
to be done at that time.

So this time, when I heard the Lord say, 
“� e commission is still in force. Get it done,” 
I realized that when God calls us to do a 
certain thing, at the same time, he calls a lot 
of other people as well, to help. And that’s 
where you come in. Without you, we can’t 
do it. He has called you, as well as me. Your 
support—both prayerful and � nancial—is 
not just happenstance, so please don’t look 
at it that way. Understand that God has 
placed you where you are and has given 
you a burden for this ministry to touch 
this world for Christ, and that means you 
are a part of it. � at’s a tremendous honor 
and privilege of unprecedented proportions. 
� e commission is still in force: Get it done. 
And by the grace of God, we will. 

Tribulation
But this tremendous harvest is going to be 
followed by great tribulation such as the 
world has never known. � at means the 
rapture of the church is near—it is close. 
� e Word of God says: “For the Lord him-
self shall descend from heaven with a shout, 
with the voice of the archangel, and with 
the trump of God: and the dead in Christ 
shall rise � rst: then we which are alive and 
remain shall be caught up together with 
them in the clouds, to meet the Lord in the 
air: and so shall we ever be with the Lord. 
Wherefore comfort one another with these 
words” (I � ess. 4:16-18). 

Praise God. It’s going to happen—the 
rapture is very close. And so this great 
harvest, I believe, will be the last great 
harvest—the last one—that this world 
will see before the rapture of the church 
takes place, followed by the coming great 
tribulation. 

Strangely enough, in the great tribula-
tion there will be millions saved—the Bi-
ble says a number that no man can count 
as millions are martyred for the cause of 
Christ.

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The Biblical 
View of
Homosexuality
“For this cause God gave them up unto vile 
a� ections: for even their women did change the 
natural use into that which is against nature: 
And likewise also the men, leaving the natural 
use of the woman, burned in their lust one 
toward another; men with men working that 
which is unseemly, and receiving in themselves 
that recompence of their error which was meet.”

—ROMANS 1:26-27

AFTER READING a vast variety of emails, 
articles, news clips, etc., I feel strongly im-
pressed by the Holy Spirit to address the 
very delicate and controversial issue of 
homosexuality; not only homosexuality 
as society knows it to be, but God’s bibli-
cal standard concerning it. I do not wish 
to speak from standards of my own mak-
ing here, nor the ethical standards of our 
modern culture, but from the standards 
of a Holy God who has asked me to reach 
out to all who will hear Him concerning 
this very critical issue of our time. I hope 
to make it clear to you how the Lord feels 
about homosexuality and, as well, His 
solution for this terrible sin.

I once heard a wise man say that while 
God is the greatest embodiment of love 
that has ever existed, or will ever exist, it 
is not love that makes Him God. God is 
God because of His power! He is God be-
cause of His authority! He is all-power-
ful, all mighty, and all knowing. Yes, God 
is love, but love is not God. � e love of 
God is holy. � is presents a problem for 
a fallen, sinful creation. Mankind cannot 
receive the love of God without willingly 
submitting to His order and authority by 
the way of the cross. � e sacri� ce of His 
son, Jesus, for the redemption of our sins 
was God’s way of showing us that with-
in His great power was also great love. 
However, the conditions inherent in this 
way of the cross must be met for a man

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to receive the love of God on a person-
al basis — to receive salvation. We must 
make Jesus both our Saviour and our Lord. 
� erefore, the way of the cross requires a 
man to surrender lordship of his own life 
to God, and he must also agree with God 
that it is His standards alone that consti-
tute holiness. � erefore, if God deems 
anything to be sin, man must agree. It is 
not man’s right to make the distinction be-
tween right and wrong; that is His right as 
Lord. His Spirit is, in fact, speaking con-
tinually to the hearts of men saying, “I am 
the Lord.” We are without excuse. “And 
God said unto Moses, I AM THAT I AM: 
and He said, � us shalt thou say unto the 
children of Israel, I AM hath sent me unto 
you” (Ex. 3:14).

The Word Homosexuality
Many today would try to argue that we 
can’t be sure how the Lord views homo-
sexuality because the speci� c word homo-
sexuality is not found in Scripture. How-
ever, this argument is completely foolish 
because the Bible does use plenty of other 
words and phrases that mean precisely the 
same thing. Besides, the word homosex-
uality did not even enter the English vo-
cabulary until the early twentieth century. 
It is, in fact, for this peculiar sin that God 
destroyed Sodom and Gomorrah, giving 
the word sodomy its biblical origin. In ec-
clesiastical Latin, sodomy is translated “pe-
catum sodomiticum,” or the “sin of Sod-
om.” “But the men of Sodom were wicked 

and woman, as a picture of the covenant 
relationship a believer enters into with 
the Lord when he is born again. A Chris-
tian becomes one with Christ as a hus-
band and wife become one. � e family 
unit then becomes a means of protection, 
security, and love, which demonstrates 
the very provision the Lord provides 
for His children. “And the rib, which the 
Lord God had taken from man, made He 
a woman, and brought her unto the man. 
And Adam said, � is is now bone of my 
bones, and � esh of my � esh: she shall be 
called Woman, because she was taken out 
of Man. � erefore shall a man leave his 
father and his mother, and shall cleave 
unto his wife: and they shall be one � esh” 
(Gen. 2:22-24). I Corinthians 6:9 uses the 
word e� eminate, which is a Greek word 
speci� cally meaning “sodomite” or “male 
homosexual prostitute.” It does not mere-
ly refer to a man with feminine qualities 
as we use it today. I Timothy 1:10 uses 
the phrase, “…them that de� le themselves 
with mankind …” � e Greek word used 
in this verse is arsenokoitais and means 

“male homosexuals.” Referring back to I 
Corinthians 6:9, this same Greek word 
was also originally used in place of the 
phrase, “…abusers of themselves with 
mankind.” � erefore, arsenokoites more 
speci� cally refers to “abusers,” or “to be 
guilty of unnatural o� enses; a sodomite; 
a homosexual; a sex pervert.” � e Holy 
Spirit, here, likens homosexuality to pred-
atorial abuse, even the abuse of oneself.

and sinners before the Lord exceedingly”
(Gen. 13:13). “� en the Lord rained upon 
Sodom and upon Gomorrah brimstone and 
� re from the Lord out of heaven; And He 
overthrew those cities, and all the plain, 
and all the inhabitants of the cities, and 
that which grew upon the ground” (Gen. 
19:24-25). “� ere shall be no whore of the 
daughters of Israel, nor a sodomite of the 
sons of Israel” (Deut. 23:17). “And there 
were also sodomites in the land: and they 
did according to all the abominations of 
the nations which the Lord cast out before 
the children of Israel” (I Ki. 14:24). “And 
he brake down the houses of the sodomites, 
that were by the house of the Lord …” (II 
Ki. 23:7).

The Meaning Of Homosexuality
Also, referring speci� cally to homosexual 
acts, Leviticus 18:22 says, “� ou shalt not 
lie with mankind, as with womankind: it 
is abomination.” Leviticus 20:13 says, “If a 
man also lie with mankind, as he lieth with 
a woman, both of them have committed 
an abomination: they shall surely be put 
to death; their blood shall be upon them.”
And perhaps, the most obvious evidence 
that the Lord opposes homosexuality is 
that it is simply unnatural. It clearly goes 
against His intention as creator because it 
goes against the natural sexual expression 
of human beings. It also tears down the 
spiritual type the Lord intended for mar-
riage to display. God created marriage, as 
a covenant relationship between a man

Today, because it is embraced 
worldwide, the entire global community 
stands to be judged. � is is absolutely one 
of the greatest signs of the times before 
us! Get ready, saints, for our “redemption 
draweth nigh!”

I am right not because of 
opinion but because my belief is biblical.

I will give you a brief overview of the 
text, as well as a few other verses, to give 
you a biblical foundation of our respon-
sibilities as citizens and Christians.

As one reads our text, it becomes obvi-
ous that the believer is to be a deterrent 
to evil and a preservative of righteousness. 
We are to be a re� ection of Jesus Christ in 
speech and action, hence the Lord’s pro-
nouncement that we are to be “salt” and 

“light.” Let’s look at these verses.

The Salt Of The Earth
Salt is a preservative, therefore the Lord is 
telling us that we are to be a preservative 
of all that is good, holy, and righteous. We 
are to preserve the truth of God’s Word 
by living it in public.

Light Of The World
� e believer is not only to be a preser-
vative, but also light in the darkness. Of 
course, we understand that this is light 
derived solely from Christ. In other 
words, we are to be a re� ection of the 
one true Light—Jesus Christ. � e world 
sits in darkness, as Matthew 4:16 tells us: 

“� e people which sat in darkness saw great 
light and to them which sat in the region 
and shadow of death, light is sprung up.” 
Not only is the world in spiritual dark-
ness, but also in spiritual death. So in our 
civic duties, we are to bring light into the 
darkness by upholding the values of life 
and the sanctity of marriage.

Neither Do Men Light A Candle, 
And Put It Under A Bushel
As believers, we are not to hide our light, 
but boldly let it shine. When you neglect 
your responsibility to vote, or you vote for 

those who stand for Christian principles 
even though the individual may not be 
our de� nition of a Christian. Never for-
get: we are not voting for a spiritual leader, 
but a political leader—a political leader 
whose platform supports Judeo-Christian 
principles. 

Proverbs 29:2 says: “When the righ-
teous are in authority, the people rejoice: 
but when the wicked bear rule, the peo-
ple mourn.” All good government is good 
because of its recognition of the author-
ity of the Bible. Whenever government 
upholds biblical principles, freedom and 
prosperity follow.

In closing, Proverbs 14:34 says: “Righ-
teousness exalteth a nation: but sin is a re-
proach to any people.” Let every Christian 
heed these words and stand for righteous-
ness and vote—and vote correctly.

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said in Matthew 24:36, “But of that day 
and hour knows no man, no, not the angels 
in heaven, but My Father only.” We have 
heard from many individuals peddling 
the idea that they have decoded some se-
cret message throughout the pages of the 
Bible that will guarantee the exact date 
of the rapture, but all have been proven 
wrong. � e above Scripture tells us that 
NO ONE knows when this event will take 
place. So, when you hear someone pro-
claiming that he knows when the rapture 
will take place, do not believe him. I can 
tell everyone one thing about the rapture, 
and that is that it will take place. Seeing 
that major events take place every 1,000 
to 2,000 years, we know that this day is 
drawing nigh. And seeing that we don’t 
know when the rapture will take place, 
we should live our lives as prepared as 
we possibly can. 

What Are The Qualifi cations Of 
Being Included In The Rapture?
� is next question is one that has been 
asked by many throughout the years, and 

AS CHRIST CONTINUES this all-im-
portant narrative, it is now midnight. 
However, when he speaks of midnight, 
He is not actually speaking of the time of 
day, but rather that we are living in the 
last of the last days. I want to focus on 
the fact that we are not told in Scripture 
when the Lord is going to come back, and 
because of that, we must live our lives as 
being ready for that momentous event to 
take place at any time. Of what momen-
tous occasion are we speaking? We are, 
of course, speaking of the rapture of the 
church. I want to take this time to answer 
some questions about the rapture of the 
church that some of you may have.

When Will The Rapture 
Take Place?
� e � rst question that I want to answer is 
regarding when the rapture of the church 
will take place. According to our text, and 
several others that we will refer to, we 
do not know when the rapture will take 
place, but one thing we do know is that 
it could take place at any moment. Jesus

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the answer is very simple. � e only qual-
i� cation to be included in the rapture is 
to be saved or, in other words, born again. 
� is means to accept Christ as one’s per-
sonal Lord and Saviour, to be washed in 
the blood of the Lamb, to believe that Je-
sus Christ died and rose again, and He 
is now seated by the right hand of the 
Father. To make a few unhappy with my 
statement, this means that you do not 
need to speak in tongues to be saved and 
to make it to heaven. I understand that 
there are some who believe that in order 
to be saved, the individual in question 
needs to speak in tongues, but that is a 
wrong belief system. � ere is nothing in 
Scripture that says that one has to speak 
in tongues in order to be saved. Noth-
ing! However, I do want to make one 
thing very clear—I believe in the bap-
tism with the Holy Spirit with the evi-
dence of speaking with other tongues, but 
one does not need that in order to make 
the rapture or to make heaven his home. 
� e baptism with Holy Spirit is for service, 
meaning that we need the in� lling of the 
Holy Spirit to live this life here on earth. 
As someone has said, “We don’t need the 
Holy Spirit to get to heaven, but we need 
the Holy Spirit to go to Wal-Mart.” 

Without The Baptism With 
The Holy Spirit, Little Can Be 
Done For God
I understand that some may disagree 
with this next statement, but I believe it 
to be scriptural. Without the power of the 
Holy Spirit, and I speak of one being � lled 

has already happened on the inside of the 
individual. Water does not, and cannot, 
save anyone. � ere are many who believe 
that one has to be baptized in water to be 
saved, but once again, that is not scriptur-
al. I once heard a famous country music 
singer make the statement when asked 
when he accepted Christ, that he was bap-
tized in water at a young age, and because 
of that, he was good to go. Notice that 
he never made a profession of faith, or 
that once he said yes to Christ, he knew 
that he had been changed. � e only thing 
he said was that he was baptized in wa-
ter. Am I saying that this famous country 
music singer is not saved? No, because I 
don’t know his heart. What I am saying 
is that if that person, or anyone, places 
his faith in the act of water baptism and 
not in Christ, then all that happened was 
a ceremony. 

Faith in Christ and the cross is the only 
requirement to be saved, and as such, is 
the only requirement to be quali� ed for 
the rapture. If you are truly born again, 
then you are a candidate for heaven. In 
the meantime, while we are waiting, we 
must be vigilant in what God has given 
us. We never know when that day will 
come when He will call us home, wheth-
er in death or by the rapture. We see 
from our text that when the Bridegroom 
came, there were � ve virgins who were 
not ready, and neither were they looking 
for Him.

with the Spirit, there is little that can be 
done for God on this earth. � is is why 
it was an imperative statement made by 
Christ in Acts 1, that every single dis-
ciple (Christian) needs to be � lled with 
the Holy Spirit and speak with tongues. I 
have had many Christians try and argue 
this point by bringing up individuals who 
have done a great work for Christ with-
out being � lled with the Spirit. My answer 
to them has always been the same—they 
walked in the light that they knew, and 
God honored such. However, we have 
been given much more light, and being 
� lled with the Spirit is a part of that light. 
If we reject what God has provided, there 
is not much that He can do within our 
hearts and lives. 

Water Baptism 
Along with this thought, there are some 
who believe that we need to be water bap-
tized in order to be saved. Once again, 
this is an erroneous belief. What are we to 
do with the dying thief who hung next to 
Christ and died believing that Christ was, 
and is, the Messiah? He did not have time 
to be water baptized, and neither was he 
� lled with the Spirit, but yet, Christ told 
him that he would be welcomed into par-
adise. � ink of this: when that dying thief 
went down with Christ to paradise, he 
didn’t stay for long because when Christ 
led captivity captive and brought the old 
covenant believers to heaven, he was 
one of them. � at man is in heaven right 
now all because he believed. Water bap-
tism is simply an outward sign of what

OTHERS WILL READ this title with a 
wondering heart and desire to know what 
the statement “Jesus has more for you” 
means. � roughout God’s Word, we see 
that God is the God of more. � e same 
is true of Jesus and the Holy Spirit. � e 
eternal Godhead—the Trinity—always 
has more for people. When Jesus saved 
us, He gave us more than we could under-
stand with our human minds. But Jesus 
does not stop being the Saviour of more
a� er we get saved. As a child of God, He 
always has more for you. 

First, let me clarify what I am not refer-
ring to. I am not referring to “more be-
yond Jesus and what He accomplished at 
the cross.” Some churches have the belief 

will get shallow in Him. 
Jesus cried out on the cross right before 

He died, “It is � nished!” (Jn. 19:30). It was 
a statement of total victory over Satan, sin, 
and all the powers of darkness. Everything 
that God does in our life, He does it by His 
Spirit through our faith and dependence 
in what Jesus did at the cross. � is is the 
foundation and the high water mark of 
receiving salvation, sancti� cation, deliv-
erance, and living with the character of 
Jesus—the fruit of the Spirit.

What I am referring to is that Jesus has 
more of Himself, and all the bene� ts of 
what He accomplished at the cross for us. 
All that He has for us is endless, limitless, 
eternal, in� nite, and inexhaustible!

When Paul was preaching at An-
tioch-Pisidia, he referred to David as a 

“man that was a� er God’s heart” (Acts 
13:22). David understood the heart of 

that we are to move beyond the cross in 
order to grow in the Lord. � e belief is that 
you’ve got to leave the cross and get into 
the “deeper things” of God. � at is a lie! 
If you go beyond the cross in regards to 
any aspect of your relationship with God, 
then you’ve gone too far, and you need to 
come back. Let me state this plainly, there 
is nothing good beyond Jesus, what He 
accomplished at the cross, and His 
Word (the Bible) that declares 
such. When we go beyond 
Jesus and the bene� ts of 
His death and resur-
rection, we will not 
get deeper in the 
things of God, we 

Jesus Has More 
For You

For some of you, when you read the title to 
this article, the words jumped o�  the page, 

and that’s because God has been dealing with 
you about more that He has for you. 
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God, that God is a blessing God. In Psalm 
103:2 David wrote, “Bless the Lord, O my 
soul, and forget not all his bene� ts.” Da-
vid wanted all of God and all the bene� ts 
that come with knowing God—forgive-
ness, healing, deliverance, love and mercy, 
ful� llment, and a renewed strength.

In Philippians 3, Paul declared the 
same thing: “� at I may know him, and 
the power of his resurrection, and the fel-
lowship of his su� erings, being made con-
formable unto his death; if by any means 
I might attain unto the resurrection of the 
dead. Not as though I had already attained, 
either were already perfect: but I follow af-
ter, if that I may apprehend that for which 
also I am apprehended of Christ Jesus. 
Brethren, I count not myself to have appre-
hended: but this one thing I do, forgetting 
those things which are behind, and reach-
ing forth unto those things which are before, 

I press toward the mark for the prize of the 
high calling of God in Christ Jesus.” (Phil. 
3:10-14). 

Paul understood the heart of His Sav-
iour, Jesus Christ. He knew that Jesus 
did not die on the cross only to save him 
from hell, but that Jesus wanted to give 
Paul more of Himself, on this side of glo-
ry. Paul realized there is more of Jesus for 
himself personally, but he knew there was 
more of the power of Christ for others as 
well. � ere were more people to be saved, 
to be healed, to be baptized with the Spirit, 
and to understand the cross for sancti� -
cation. � is is why Paul asked the believ-
ers in Ephesus to pray for him “that ut-
terance may be given unto me, that I may 
open my mouth boldly, to make known the 
mystery of the gospel” (Eph. 6:19). � ere 
were more doors of ministry that need-
ed to be opened, and Paul knew that only 

God could open those doors.
Every revival and move of God, individ-

ually or corporately, has been fed by the 
desperation and faith on the inside of be-
lievers who believed that Jesus had more 
for them. Being content with the religious 
status quo of going through the motions is 
completely contrary to the nature of God. 
Jesus wants to manifest Himself (Jn. 14:21) 
in your life like you have never known 
up to this point. Look to Him, trust Him, 
seek His face, expect more of Him, and 
expect more of His bene� ts. 

As Paul wrote in Ephesians 3:20, “Now 
unto him that is able to do exceeding abun-
dantly above all that we ask or think, ac-
cording to the power that worketh in us.”

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believers, then we will have to � rst learn 
how to receive it. � e God kind of love 
is not normal for fallen humanity. Love 
for self is the norm. � e means by which 
we receive the God kind of love can only 
come by grace through faith. Godly love 
is a fruit of the Holy Spirit.

God’s grace, propelled by proper faith in 
the heart of the believer, allows two things 
to occur. First, it diminishes the activity of 
the works of the � esh in a believer’s life. 
Secondly, it causes the fruit of the Spirit to 
increase and abound. � erefore, properly 
placed faith in Christ and Him cruci� ed 

The Command to Love
� e night before He was cruci� ed, Jesus 
made a number of rather important dec-
larations to His disciples. One of those 
declarations was a command that they 
love one another. He had previously de-
clared that the believers must love their 
enemies—those who persecute them and 
those who despise them. However, in 
these statements Christ makes the case 
for the need of the believer to love other 
believers. Why would this be important? 
It would be important because, ultimate-
ly, it would reveal to the world a religion 
that did not cause men to be at odds with 
one another. Instead, Christianity would 
provide the ability to its adherents to love 
one another. Jesus stated that the evidence 

would be vital in the promotion of Chris-
tianity. Sadly, we do not see enough of this 
God kind of love (agape) from one Chris-
tian toward another. Perhaps now would 
be a good time to consider how we as 
Christians treat one another.

The Source of Love
Jesus said that we are to love one another 
with the same passion, prominence, and 
resolve that He extends toward those 
who have accepted Him. � e evidence 
of Christ’s love for humanity was exam-
pled by His willingness to lay down His 
life for others. “Greater love hath no man 
than this, that a man lay down his life for 
his friends” (Jn. 15:13). If we are to suc-
cessfully exhibit this love toward other

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not only diminishes the occurrence of sin 
in the life of the saint, but it is also the only 
means by which the fruit of the Spirit may 
� ourish and increase. Once more we see 
the importance of what Christ did for us 
at Calvary. He took away the penalty of 
sin and defeated the dominating power of 

believers should compromise truth just 
for the sake of fellowship, but it does in-
dicate the need to exercise great self-con-
trol and patience as we minister the truth 
to those who have opposing views. � e 
pride in man provides a natural tendency 
to divide the church. Man’s innate love of 
self, coupled with the pride of life within, 
is inclined to defend whatever we have 
chosen to become a part of. All of us want 
to believe we are connected to the right 
thing, the best thing, or the winning team. 
So, instead of using our structure as a tool 
to promote the love of Christ, we too of-
ten promote our church, fellowship, or 
denomination above Christ and His com-
mands. How we treat one another speaks 
volumes as to what lies within the heart 
of the believer. � e love that truly comes 
from God needs to be displayed to the 
world. � ey do not need to see another 
system that cuts the throat of its competi-
tor. � ey are already in that system, which 
is the system of the world. Again, we do 
not speak of fellowship or unity to the 
point of compromise, but perhaps there is 
a lesson to be gained if we will look more 
intently and earnestly upon the new cove-
nant commandment of Christ to love one 
another. � en the observing world just 
might develop a desire to come to know 
the Christ we serve. As John the apostle 
declared, “My little children, let us not love 
in word, neither in tongue; but in deed and 
in truth” (I Jn. 3:18). 

their enemies with kindness. � is is con-
trary to fallen human nature. Mankind is 
intrinsically sel� sh and generally focused 
upon his own needs. We � nd it di�  cult 
to love those who do not prove to be of 
any bene� t to our own personal designs. 
We � nd it almost impossible to love those 
who actively and hatefully pursue our de-
struction and downfall. So, the ability to 
love must come from the God of love. � e 
power to love comes from the Holy Spirit 
who indwells us. � e believer’s source of 
love and his ability to love are intrinsically 
tied together. Once again, it is our faith in 
Christ and the cross that provides us with 
these speci� c aspects of God’s grace. � is 
grace (the work of the Holy Spirit) gives 
us a desire to love others and the ability 
to rise above sel� shness. We will � nd the 
ability to love only through faith in the 
� nished work of Christ.

The Result of the 
God Kind of Love
If the witness to the world that Christi-
anity is a worthwhile endeavor depends 
upon the ability and the power that Chris-
tians have to love one another, how im-
portant should this command of Christ 
be on the Christian’s list of priorities? 
Some of the greatest examples of hatred 
and unkindness have been displayed by 
the way that Christians deal with one an-
other. Arguments over doctrines can eas-
ily get out of hand. � is is not to say that sin in the heart of the believer. � is vic-

tory allows the Holy Spirit to live in ev-
ery believer. It can only be appropriated 
by faith. � e cross also gives Christians 
the only means by which the character of 
God’s love can be implanted and � ourish 
within us.

The Ability to Love
Jesus demanded that those in His king-
dom learn to love the unlovable. � ey 
were called upon to pray for those who 
persecuted them, ask God’s blessings 
upon those who cursed them, and to treat

Pratfall of the Modern Church
Aground in Philosophy
� e age of reason may portend to have 
graduated from Greek philosophy to an 
heightened era of rationalists and em-
piricists. From the seventeenth century 
on, there was a group of thinkers, which 
was known as the Continental Ratio-
nalists, and was made up of Rene Des-
cartes, Gottfried Wilhelm Leibniz, and 
Baruch Spinoza. � ey assumed on faith 
the mind’s ability to function correctly, in-
dependent of any external guidelines for 

Philosophy and 
New Age Poisons
SINCE THE FALL of man, mankind has 
ever tried to create his own society with-
out God. Cain built a worldly dynasty. It 
wrought music and agricultural develop-
ment that cultivated a society built on la-
bor and works without faith in God. From 
then on, mankind has attempted to build 
and rebuild society apart from the Word 
of God. It is no less marvelous to witness 
how society has not improved the condi-
tion of mankind, although his discover-
ies and inventions have made life more 
practical and convenient. All the while, it 
has le�  the masses steeped in a morass of 
dissatisfaction. Sadly, the modern church 
has not turned to God and His word but 
has opted to integrate the principles of the 
world system, albeit governed by Satan. In 
so doing, the modern church has impreg-
nated its adherents with a heightened level 

“Beware lest any man spoil you through philosophy and 
vain deceit, a� er the tradition of men, a� er the rudiments 
of the world, and not a� er Christ.” —COLOSSIANS 2:8

of enthusiasm to believe. � at belief is that 
it can accomplish anything it so desires 
by means of experiences and philosophy 
gained from observing previous e� orts of 
man to form a perfect society. 

In my last several articles, I dealt with 
the modern church’s use of mysticism and 
how the meditation practices of Buddhists 
and Hindus can be assimilated into Chris-
tian meditation to gain a closer experien-
tial knowledge of God. � is is one spoke 
in the wheel of the modern church being 
recreated in the image of worldly soci-
ety. Just exactly what has the church bor-
rowed from the world and philosophy to 
be just another child of Satan rather than a 
truthful witness of Jesus Christ to a wick-
ed generation?

“� e thing that hath been, it is that which 
shall be; and that which is done is that 
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thought and independent of God’s reve-
lations about his creation. � ey felt that 
the mind could build a sound, unshak-
able system of thought by deductive rea-
soning from simple premises. � is would 
be reinforced by truths retained from the 
biblical worldview from which they could 
borrow for the sake of convenience. Con-
trary to their idea was another group of 
philosophers known as the British Em-
piricists, who took things a step further 
toward modernism. � is group, com-
posed of John Locke, George Berkeley, 
and David Hume, denied the existence 
of the “innate ideas” held by the rational-
ists. All that man can know, they proposed, 
must originate in experience. All “abstract 
ideas,” such as God or truth, must derive 
from some sense impression in order to 
be intellectually valid. More particularly 
to David Hume was the thought that all 
man can legitimately know from experi-
ence is a succession of sensations. � ere-
fore, since things, such as God, one’s per-
sonal identity, and the events of life, are 
not immediate sense impressions, such as 
pain, color, or size, we cannot know that 
they exist. Man experiences only a suc-
cession of events that habit and memory 
lead him to connect together into vari-
ous unifying experiences. In fact, what 
Hume was saying, was that just because 
the sun has risen every day for thousands 
of years, that gives us no reason to predict 
it will come up again. Hume had just de-
clared the death sentence on what philos-
ophers call causation, the very foundation 
upon which modern science is founded. 
� e idea of cause and e� ect is e�  cacy, by 
which one process or state (a cause) con-
tributes to the production of another pro-
cess or state; an e� ect where the cause is 
partly responsible for the e� ect, and the 
e� ect is partly dependent on the cause. 
� e ideal of science is to show through ex-
perimentation that a process is repeatable 
and, therefore, provable. Why is it neces-
sary to consider all of these philosophical 

concepts of the past? By having a basic 
understanding of man’s thoughts, we can 
quickly identify them as foolish and erro-
neous when it comes to man’s real prob-
lem, which is sin. � e modern church has 
used these ideas to interpret the Bible. If 
one takes sin out of the equation, man no 
longer needs a Saviour, and the cross is 
no longer the means for man to receive 
anything from God. When you take the 
cross out of Christianity, you are le�  with 
only a vapid philosophy. 

New Age:
Philosophical and Religious
New Age tenets are not new. � ey are a 
modern revival of ancient religious tra-
ditions, along with a potpourri of in� u-
ences, such as Eastern mysticism, mod-
ern philosophy and psychology, science, 
and science � ction. It is a religious move-
ment that is centered in self, and all you 
need is within. � ere is no de� ned order 
of sin, repentance, or salvation. You be-
come your own god. � e people worship 
the god of forces and promote the aquar-
ian gospel of Jesus Christ. Satan’s prima-
ry tactic in opposing God is not to foster 
atheism but religion; not to prove there 
is no God but to be worshiped as God. 
Satan’s lie to Eve was “and you shall be as 
gods, knowing good and evil.” One of the 
seedbed concepts of the New Age move-
ment is ecumenism. � is states that no 
religious practice is better than another, 

and that all religions will end up at the 
same destination. � e ultimate means of 
getting there is the realization that man-
kind is the Christ manifested on earth. We 
are becoming what we are: humanity is 
god, and the quest to � nd ourselves comes 
through our unity. 

A� er studying the New Age movement, 
I had to � nd what was the catalyst that 
could bring all the di� erences together. 
What philosophical concept would be ac-
cepted by all people and would not o� end 
any religious persuasion? What can accept 
the Muslim, Christian, Buddhist, atheist, 
etc.? What has no language, racial, or cul-
tural barriers? What has no discrimina-
tion toward anyone but is willing to help 
everyone and anyone? It is universally 
accepted by every nation of the world of 
which I am aware. It was so obvious to see, 
yet so big I couldn’t notice it. Its followers 
and practitioners are not concerned about 
God, but only humanity. � ey focus on 
the individual and seek only to help that 
individual � nd himself as he looks with-
in himself. � e legal systems of the civi-
lized world rely on it to determine who is 
in sound mind. � e educational system 
relies on it to determine how to counsel 
students with problems or to guide them 
for their future. � e penal system uses it 
to evaluate who should or should not get 
probation. Every facet of society uses it. 
It is psychology. Next month, we will ex-
plore this a little more deeply.

When Is Truth Not 
The Truth?
� e quest to know truth is a noble cause. Whether it is in reference to civic 
events, the state of the union address, or medical results, there are those who 
adamantly want to know the truth. Conversely, there are always those who 
are “less committed” to truth. In their desire to maintain personal peace and 
happiness, they have a unique relationship with truth. � eir truth is o� en not 
a traditional truth. So, when is truth not the truth?

What is Truth?
Before we can answer our all import-

ant question, we must � rst de� ne 
what truth is. During Pilate’s inter-
rogation of the Son of Man, he asks 
the question, “What is truth?” (Jn. 
18:38). He certainly gets points for 

wanting to know what truth is. 
He also gets points for knowing 
who to ask. However, he loses 
points for not allowing Jesus 
Christ to answer his ques-

tion. Pilate asks the 
question then 
immediately 

goes out to address the crowd. He walks 
out on the personi� cation of truth. Sim-
ply put, truth is whatever God says. God’s 
truth, like God himself, does not change. 
God’s truth remains the truth in every 
century and to all people. 

Truth is not the Truth When 
it is Subjective Truth
For many today, God’s word seems to 
have changed from absolute truth to now 
just being God’s opinion. “� us saith the 
Lord” no longer carries the weight it once 
did. Somewhere along the way, people 
started to think that truth, even biblical 
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truth, is only what they personally de-
termine as truth. � is is called subjec-
tive truth. Subjective truth changes from 
circumstance to circumstance. � e Ten 
Commandments have become the ten 
suggestions. Sin is rede� ned. Salvation 
is rede� ned. � e means of sancti� cation 
is rede� ned. Of course, this is an expres-
sion of their truth and not God’s truth. 
Personal bias must yield to God’s truth if 
it is, in fact, truth.

Truth is not the Truth When 
it Contradicts God’s Word.
Whether it’s basketball, football, tennis, or 
bowling, there must always be some cen-
tral rule book that dictates the parame-
ters of that particular sport. Rules cannot 
change on the whims of one or more play-
ers. � e same applies to truth. � e central 

source of truth for Christianity has been, 
is currently, and will always be God’s holy 
word. God placed in His word all 
that we need to know in order 
to walk in relationship with 
Him and with each other. You 
can state something as truth, 
but if it contradicts the prop-
er interpretation of God’s word, 
then it is not the truth. 

Truth is not the Truth If It Is 
A Mixture of Truth
We have all heard the instruction of the 
court clerk to “tell the truth, the whole 
truth, and nothing but the truth, so help 
you God.” I remember times when I was 
a child, I would give the truth, but not 
the whole truth. I gave enough to con-
vince my mother that she had heard the 

truth. Some preachers do the same. � ey 
tell partial truths. � ere might be enough 

truth for the people to assume they 
have heard the truth, but they 

are really being deceived. Re-
member, error o� en rides in 
on the back of truth—partial 
truths, that is. 

You Shall Know the Truth
Jesus said, “And ye shall know the 

truth, and the truth shall make you free” 
(Jn. 8:32). � rough the Holy Spirit, God’s 
truth is available to all who desire it. As 
promised, the end result of God’s truth is 
that it makes one free. To the level a per-
son compromises on truth is to the level 
that a person is bound. Freedom comes 
as we stand committed to, and actively 
seek, God’s truth.

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What is Mental Illness?

Mental Illnesses Are Not 
Physical Brain Diseases
In their new book, Christian Response To 
Mental Illness, Martin and Deidre Bobgan 
put it this way, “� e brain is a physical 
organ; the mind is not. With this subtle 
semantic twist, the mind (disguised as an 
organ of the body) was falsely elevated as 
a scienti� c and medical concept in con-
trast to the soul, which is a theological 
idea.”1

The Bobgans had previously said, 
“Since the mind is not a physical organ, 
it cannot have a disease. While one can 
have a diseased brain, one cannot have a 
diseased mind, although he may have a 
sinful or unredeemed mind.”2

E. Fuller Torrey agreed when he said, 
“� e mind cannot really become diseased 
any more than the intellect can become 
abscessed.” In referring to the phrase 
mental illness, he goes on to say, “� e 
term itself is nonsensical, a semantic mis-
take. � e two words cannot go together…

You can no more have a mental disease 
than you can have a purple idea or a wise 
space.”3

“Psychotherapy deals with thoughts, 
emotions, and behavior, but not the brain 
itself. Psychotherapy does not deal with 
the brain’s biology, but with the minds 
activity and the individual’s social behav-
ior. In medicine we understand what a 
diseased body is, but what is a parallel 
in psychotherapy? It is obvious that in 
psychotherapy mental illness does not 
mean brain illness. If brain disease were 
the case, the person would be a medical 
patient, not a mental patient.”4

Mental Illnesses Are Not Backed Up 
By Biological Evidence
� e Bobgans say, “� ere are numerous 
irrational behaviors and thinking symp-
toms that should not be labeled mental 
illness, because they do not have objec-
tive biological evidence of disease.”5 � ey 
continue, “Nearly all of these mental 

disorders are based upon subjective re-
ports by the clients, because there are no 
obvious or clear organic, physical origins 
to support the diagnosis.”6

� ey are backed up by the University 
of California Berkley Wellness Letter that 
reports: “� ere’s no blood test for, say, 
depression or a personality disorder; no 
scan that can reveal attention-de� cit hy-
peractivity disorder (ADHD). Instead, a 
clinician must rely solely on a patient's 
symptoms and observation of his or her 
behavior to reach a diagnosis.”7

Similarly, Dr. Je� ery Lieberman, who 
served as chairman of psychiatry at Co-
lumbia University and president of the 
American Psychiatric Association, says, 
“With rare exceptions such as narcolep-
sy, which can be diagnosed by testing ce-
rebrospinal � uid, there are no objective 
biological measures for mental illness.”8

Mental Illnesses Are Not Just 
Symptoms
In a physical illness, there are symptoms, 
which may include certain ways of think-
ing, feeling, and behaving, but they are 
not the illness itself. � ey are only indica-
tions of the illness. � e Bobgans say it this 
way: “Mental su� ering itself is not syn-
onymous with sickness; it is a symptom. 
Mental su� ering may be a primary symp-
tom, but it is not sickness itself.”9 � ey 
went on to say that “the medical model 

To narrow things down some, let us � rst look at some 
things that mental illnesses are not. Mental illnesses 
are not physical brain diseases, are not backed up by 
biological evidence, are not just symptoms, and are not 
a correct application of the medical model.

PART II
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supports the idea that a person with men-
tal, emotional, or behavioral problems is 
ill in the sense that the symptoms are the 
illness, rather than the symptoms may in-
dicate a physical disease.”10 � ey then ask 
the question, “One can understand what 
a diseased body is, but what is a diseased 
mind? It is obvious that one cannot have 
a diseased emotion or a diseased behav-
ior, then what is a diseased mind? Nev-
ertheless, therapists continually refer to 
mental-emotional-behavioral conditions 
as diseases.”11

Mental Illnesses Are Not a Correct 
Use Of The Medical Model
� e medical model is the term cited by 
psychiatrist Ronald D. Laing as the “set 
of procedures in which all doctors are 
trained. It includes complaint, history, 
physical examination, ancillary tests, if 
needed, diagnosis, treatment, and prog-
nosis … Because the diagnosis of a mental 

illness was based on conduct or patient 
behavior and not on physical pathology, 
such a diagnosis essentially contravened 
standard medical procedure and hence 
the medical model … Whereas heart dis-
eases, cancers, and broken bones were 
diagnosed by evident physical pathology 
discovered during examination and ancil-
lary tests, mental illness was diagnosed by 
examining the patient’s behavior rather 
than physical signs or symptoms.”12

� e Bobgans agree and state, “When-
ever someone suggests that you should 
believe in psychotherapy because you be-
lieve in medicine, remember that medi-
cal and mental are not the same. It is a 
false analogy and a false application of 
the medical model.”13

In conclusion, “Problems of living are 
spiritual problems which require spiritu-
al solutions, not psychological problems 
which require psychological solutions. 
� e church has been duped into believing 

that problems of living are problems of 
the brain which require scienti� c solu-
tions, rather than problems of the mind 
which require biblical solutions.”14
