Joseph
Joseph’s Birth 
And Early Years 
PART II

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The Dreams
� e Lord revealed the future to Joseph in a 
dream. While the dream de� nitely referred 
to him, with it ultimately being ful� lled, it 
more so referred to Christ and Israel. He 
told his brothers the truth, and they hat-
ed him even more. � us it was with Jo-
seph’s great Antitype. He bore witness to 
the truth, and his testimony to the truth 
was answered on man’s part by the cross. 

� e mention of Joseph’s mother in verse 
10 is thought by some to be a mistake in 
the sacred text, with Rachel already being 
dead. However, she was still living at the 
time and died shortly a� erward. As stated, 
these accounts are not necessarily given in 
chronological order.

By looking at these dreams from the 

natural viewpoint, many have suggested 
that it was prideful arrogance that had Jo-
seph to relate these dreams to his brothers. 
However, it was not done in pride since 
there is no reason to suppose that Joseph 
as yet understood the celestial origin of his 
dreams, much less what they meant.

A Type Of Christ
Concerning this, � e Pulpit Commentary 
says: “He related this in the simplicity of 
his heart and in doing so he was also guid-
ed, unconsciously it may be, but still really, 
by an overruling providence, who made 
use of the very telling of the dream as a 
step toward its ful� llment.” 

� e Pulpit Commentary continues, “In 
the absence of information to the contrary, 
we are warranted in believing that there 
was nothing either sinful or o� ensive in 
Joseph’s spirit or manner in making known 
his dreams. � at which appears to have ex-
cited the hostility of his brethren was not 
the mode of their communication, but the 
character of their contents.” 

In fact, due to the principle of Joseph be-
ing a type of Christ and, without a doubt, 
the most powerful type in the Old Testa-
ment, no sin whatsoever is recorded as it 
regards this brother. While he very de� -
nitely did commit sins at times simply 
because the Scripture says that “all have 
sinned and come short of the glory of God,” 
still, these sins were not recorded because 
of his place and position. To be sure, if 
what Joseph did in relating these dreams 
was wrong, the Holy Spirit would have said 
so or else ignored the incident.

While the dream de� nitely had to do 
with Joseph, as we shall see, Joseph’s life 
and experiences far more portrayed Christ. 
Concerning the dream, while his broth-
ers would de� nitely bow down to him, the 
greater meaning has to do with the time 
that is coming when Israel will bow down 

“And Joseph dreamed a dream, and he told 
it his brethren:  and they hated him yet the 
more. And he said unto them, Hear, I pray 
you, this dream which I have dreamed: For, 
behold, we were binding sheaves in the 
� eld, and, lo, my sheaf arose, and also stood 
upright; and, behold, your sheaves stood 
round about, and made obeisance to my 
sheaf. And his brethren said to him, Shalt 
thou indeed reign over us? or shalt thou 
indeed have dominion over us?  And they 
hated him yet the more for his dreams, and 
for his words.” —GENESIS  37:5-8

to Christ. �is will take place immediately a�er the second coming. �at is by 
far the greater meaning and that which the Holy Spirit intends to present.

The Truth
�e hatred that Joseph’s brethren exhibited toward him represents the Jews in 
Christ’s day. “He came to His own, and His own received Him not.” He had “no 
form nor comeliness” in their eyes. �ey would not own Him as the Son of God 
or as the King of Israel. �eir eyes were not open to behold “His glory, the glo-
ry as of the Only Begotten of the Father, full of grace and truth.” �ey would not 
have Him. �ey hated Him.

Revelation
“And he dreamed yet another dream, and told it his brethren, and said, Behold, I 
have dreamed a dream more; and behold, the sun and the moon and the eleven 
stars made obeisance to me. And he told it to his father, and to his brethren: and 
his father rebuked him, and said unto him, What is this dream thou hast dreamed? 
Shall I and thy mother and thy brethren indeed come to bow down ourselves to 
you to the earth? And his brethren envied him; but his father observed the saying”
(Gen. 37:9-11). 

As it regards Joseph, we see that in no wise did he relax his testimony in con-
sequence of his brothers’ refusal of his �rst dream. He dreamed another dream 
and told it, as well, to his brethren and his father. 
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This was simple testimony founded 
upon divine revelation, but it was testi-
mony that brought Joseph down to the 
pit. Had he kept back his testimony or 
taken o�  part of its edge and power, he 
might have spared himself, but no, he told 
them the truth, and, therefore, they hated 
him even more.

The Testimony Of Christ
Concerning this, C.H. Mackintosh said: 

“Thus was it with Joseph’s great Anti-
type. He bore witness to the truth — He 
witnessed a good confession — He kept 
back nothing — He could only speak of 
the truth because He was Truth, and His 
testimony to the truth was answered, on 
man’s part by the cross, the vinegar, the 
soldier’s spear.

“� e testimony of Christ too, was con-
nected with the deepest, fullest, richest 
grace. He not only came as ‘� e Truth,’ 
but also as the perfect expression of all the 
love of the Father’s heart: ‘grace and truth 
came by Jesus Christ.’ He was the full dis-
closure to man of what God was, and was 
the full disclosure to God of what man 
ought to have been, but was not; hence 
man was le�  entirely without excuse. He 
came and showed God to man, and man 
hated God with a perfect hatred. � e full-
est exhibition of divine love was answered 

by the fullest exhibition of human hatred. 
� is is seen in the Cross; and we have it 
touchingly foreshadowed at the pit into 
which Joseph was cast by his brethren.” 

The Sending Of Joseph
“And his brethren went to feed their father’s 
� ock in Shechem. And Israel said unto Jo-
seph, Do not thy brethren feed the � ock in 
Shechem? come, and I will send thee unto 
them. And he said to him, Here am I. And 
he said to him, Go, I pray thee, see whether 
it is well with thy brethren, and well with 
the � ocks; and bring me word again. So he 
sent him out of the vale of Hebron, and he 
came to Shechem” (Gen. 37:12-14). 

Joseph was given more revelation 
through another dream. Little did all of 
these men know, even Joseph or his father, 
as to how important this revelation actu-
ally was.

In these dreams, the Holy Spirit por-
trayed Israel’s acceptance of Christ when, 
in fact, at the time the dream was given, 
there was no Israel, at least as far as a na-
tion was concerned. 

� e short phrase, “Here am I,” in reply to 
Jacob’s request of Joseph, foreshadows the 
statement of Christ, “� en said I, Lo, I come: 
in the volume of the book it is written of me. 
I delight to do thy will, O my God: yea, thy 
law is within my heart” (Ps. 40:7-8).

� e conspiracy against Joseph to mur-
der him foreshadowed the conspiracy of 
the religious leaders of Israel to murder 
Christ. 

Jacob sending Joseph to his brethren 
in order to � nd out how they were do-
ing proves that he did not understand at 
all the depths of their hatred for Joseph. 
However, all of this foreshadowed God 
sending His Son, the Lord Jesus Christ, 
to the nation of Israel, even as Israel was 
raised up for this very purpose. � e dif-
ference is, whereas Jacob was ignorant of 
the degree of hatred evidenced against 
Joseph, God was not ignorant at all but 
knew totally of the hatred on the part of 
Israel that would be evidenced toward 
Christ. Nevertheless, this did not deter 
Him at all! 

“Marvelous grace of our loving Lord, 
Grace that exceeds our sin and our guilt,
Yonder on Calvary’s mount outpoured, 
� ere where the blood of the Lamb was 
shed.

Sin and despair like the sea waves cold, 
� reaten the soul with in� nite loss;
Grace that is greater, yes, grace untold, 
Points to the Refuge, the mighty Cross.

Dark is the stain that we cannot hide, 
What can avail to wash it away?
Look! there is � owing a crimson tide; 
Whiter than snow you may be today.

Marvelous, in� nite, matchless grace, 
Freely bestowed on all who believe;
You that are longing to see His face, 
Will you this moment His grace receive?

dominated by the sin nature. For the unbeliever, that life 
leads to a life of misery, shame, heartache, and ultimately 
death—spiritually and physically. For the believer, it doesn’t 
mean that the individual in question will lose his soul, but 
it does mean that he will not enjoy all of the bene� ts that 
Christ paid for on Calvary’s cross. 

Many in the Christian world only know what it is to be 
controlled by something that causes them to do things they 
do not want to do, and they do not understand how to stop 
it. � ey struggle to live a holy life—a life pleasing to the 
Lord—but they do not know exactly how that can be done. 
Today I have good news: As a believer, you can live a life of 
complete and total victory over sin. Once a believer under-
stands God’s prescribed order of victory, instead of having 
fruit unto death, he can experience fruit unto righteousness. 

God’s Prescribed Order Of Victory
Before we get into what Paul is saying in Romans 6:22, I want 
to brie� y explain what God’s prescribed order of victory is 
and what it means. � e � rst thing that we need to know 
about God’s prescribed order of victory is that Jesus Christ 
is the source of all blessings. He is the source from whence 
all blessings � ow, and there is no other avenue that can bring 
about blessings. No other person, no other ideology, no other 
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man-made religion or philosophy can bring about any bless-
ings to its followers. But every good thing that happens to 
the believer comes from Jesus Christ. Now, every one of us 
would shout over that, and rightly so, but we need to take 
it one step further. Christ is the very source of all blessings, 
but the question remains, how do we receive these blessings? 

As Christ is the source, the cross of Christ is the means 
by which we receive all blessings. In fact, the cross is the 
greatest blessing that could happen to anyone, for it was at 
the cross that all sin was atoned—past, present, and future. 
It was through the cross of Christ that I can experience sal-
vation, healing, deliverance, and so forth. � e blessings of 
God could not be poured out on mankind if it were not for 
the cross, for this is the way that man was brought back into 
right relationship with God. Some would get a little uneasy 
about this statement, but the fact is that the cross of Christ 
is the greatest display of the grace of God that man has ever 
known. It is because of the cross that all, at least those who 
are born again, can experience blessings unparalleled from 
their heavenly Father. Christ is the source of all blessing, 
and the cross is the means by which we receive all blessings. 

� e third step to this little formula is faith. We appro-
priate these blessings through the avenue of faith, more 
importantly, faith in Christ and Him cruci� ed. Without 
faith, Paul would say in Hebrews, it is impossible to please 
God (Heb. 11:6). He didn’t say that it was improbable, but 
impossible. God operates on the basis of faith, but our faith 
must be anchored and rooted in Christ and the cross. 

Once our faith is anchored in Christ and the cross, the 
Holy Spirit will begin to oversee everything, meaning that 
He will begin to work in our lives to take out the bad and 
put in the good. Just because the Holy Spirit is God does 
not mean that His help is automatic; it’s really the opposite. 
� e Holy Spirit, even though He is God, will only properly 
work in our lives if our faith in anchored in Christ and the 
cross (Rom. 8:2) and will not work outside of those param-
eters. � is is how the believer can live a life pleasing to the 
Lord, by faith in Christ and Him cruci� ed, which gives the 
Holy Spirit the ability to work in our lives in the way that 
He sees � t and will bring about the victory that is needed. 

But Now
As Paul revealed what the former life brought forth, he con-
cludes his statements by saying, “But now,” meaning that 
before you accepted Christ, the path that you and everyone 
else was on was heading toward destruction. But now, since 
you came to Christ, things are going to be di� erent! I love 
these two words because all those who are saved can relate 
to them. We all remember the lives we used to live, but now 
things are di� erent, we are no longer heading that direc-
tion, and we are no longer experiencing fruit unto death. 
Since accepting Christ, we now experience fruit unto righ-
teousness.

“DON, IT HAPPENED,” Pete 
said, “I really went to heaven.” 
I looked at my older brother, 
lying in his hospital bed. “It

was beautiful. � ere were awesome angels 
everywhere. It was a beautiful place. But 
they wouldn’t let me stay.”

With wide eyes and much emotion, Pete 
told my wife Donna, me, and two of my 
brothers the whole experience of him 
dying and going to heaven. It was 2005, 
during the time of Hurricane Katrina. Pete 
had major surgery due to a ruptured gall 
bladder. A� erward, they transferred him 
from the hospital in Bartlesville, Oklaho-
ma to Tulsa for recovery. � ere, he � at-
lined several times. My sister Mary, who 
was with him, prayed fervently in the Spir-
it that God would bring him back. And 
God did. 

Pete said, “Don, I was really there. I 
spoke to angels. But an angel came to me 
and told me that I had to go back. It was 
not time yet. Next thing I knew, I was here 
in this hospital bed.” His son Michael lat-
er told me that a� er this experience, his 
dad demonstrated incredible peace in his 
life. Pete lived another ten years, but he is 
in heaven today enjoying the glories there. 

The Reality Of Heaven 
� e holy Scriptures declare and insist on 
the reality of a place called heaven (Gen. 
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Scientists tell us that the moon is 
240,000 miles from earth. Mars is 33.9 mil-
lion miles away, the furthest planet that we 
know is Pluto, which is 94.5 million miles 
from Earth. Heaven is a planet beyond the 
planets that we can identify in this uni-
verse. � ink about it. Approximately 100 
million miles away is another planet called 
heaven. God the Father, Christ the Son, the 
Holy Spirit, and millions of angelic crea-
tures are there with the redeemed of all 
ages who have gone on before us. 

Heaven is a real place. Christ is there 
now preparing a mansion for the re-
deemed (John 14:1-3, Gen. 1:1, Isa. 42:5, 
Col. 1:16-19, Ps. 102:25). 

So, when the rapture of the church oc-
curs, those who will be raptured will sail 
through the skies, past the moon, past 
Mars, past Saturn, past Neptune, and past 
Pluto, and in seconds of time will be in the 
incredible presence of God.

The Physicality Of Heaven 
When one studies Scripture, one cannot 
really comprehend the awesome size and 
beauty of heaven. Consider the architec-
ture, the size and material used to create 
such an awesome place called the New Je-
rusalem. � e apostle Paul said this about 
heaven: “But as it is written, eye hath not

stones such as jasper, sapphire, and topaz. 
Wow, the streets are paved in gold! And 
the twelve gates are made of huge pearls. 

Due to the size of this city, millions and 
millions could comfortably live there. I 
am sure there will be enough room for 
all the redeemed of all ages. By the way, 
some scholars believe that the new Jeru-
salem will hover over the new Earth, like 
a spaceship, over the location of the old 
Jerusalem. Most believe that the new Je-
rusalem will sit on the new Earth. 

� ink about lighting and electricity. 
� ere will be no need for arti� cial illumi-
nation or nuclear power plants. � e in-
credible light, which lights up these thou-
sands of square miles comes from the 
Lamb of God, who is the light of heaven 
(Rev. 21:23), wow! � e sun nor moon will 
be needed. � ere will be no night there 
(Rev. 22:5). We will not become weary or 
fatigued. Remember, our bodies will now 
be immortal and incorruptible. We will 
possess divine health. 

Also, in the midst of this gigantic city of 
Jerusalem is the most awesome river that 
one can imagine. � e river of water of life 
which is crystal clear, proceeds from the 
throne and from the Lamb. It is called the 
River of Life. � ere are beautiful trees on

Fruit of the Spirit—Gifts of the Spirit
� e Israelites were instructed to adorn the hem of the robe of 
the high priest’s garment with bells and pomegranates. � e bells 
have been likened in symbolic type to the gi� s of the Spirit. � e 
pomegranates have been likened in type to the fruit of the Spirit. 
As the bell makes contact with the fruit, it produces a clear ring-
ing sound. � is sound is well-de� ned because it strikes against 
properly developed fruit. � is unique sound is produced only 
when both the bells (gi� s of the Spirit) and the pomegranate 
(fruit of the Spirit) are present.

In today’s Christian, both gi� s and fruit of the Spirit need to 
be experienced and developed. Our Christian life and ministry 
should re� ect the presence of both the gi� s of the Spirit and the 
fruit of the Spirit. When this becomes a reality, those around 
us will sense the undeniable activity and presence of God. I be-
lieve that we can create a desire for both gi� s and fruit in the 
hearts of other believers when both are properly displayed in 
our own lives. 

Questions that Need to be Asked
Does my life and ministry cause people to desire, yearn for, or 
seek a� er more of the power of the Holy Spirit? As people ob-
serve both my life and the ministry work, is there evidence of the 
supernatural presence of God? As I travel through my everyday

life and deal with circumstances that are sometimes strenuous, 
does my temper get out of hand? Does sel� shness inadvertently 
appear on a consistent basis? Do I treat other people with disdain? 
And how about my ministry, does the Holy Spirit continually 
anoint me to accomplish my God-given task? First, do I � nd my-
self relying upon talent, ability, and education, or am I depending 
upon the presence of God to empower? Second, if my life does 
not re� ect a Christlike attitude, who would want the Holy Spir-
it that I say is so vital in regard to one’s relationship with God? 

If our ministries and our service for the Lord are not tinged 
by the supernatural � avor brought about by the anointing of the 
Holy Spirit, who would want the baptism with the Holy Spirit 
that we preach? Both our lives (here I speak of our progressive 
sancti� cation) and our ministries (the work we do in His name) 
should be obviously impacted by the Holy Spirit’s presence. It 
should be obvious that we are experiencing His help in both life 
and ministry. Are you? 

The Fruit of the Spirit
� e � rst area I want to deal with is the area of Christlikeness. 
� ere is no excuse for people who know the message of the cross, 
who operate by grace and faith, to not consistently exhibit the 
characteristics of Christ. � ese attributes should be exhibited for 
and experienced by those around us. We need to care about what 
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other people sense and see. � e greatest commandments involve 
the ideas of loving God as well as loving others. � e message 
of the cross preaches a continued dependence on Christ cruci-
� ed, which releases the Holy Spirit’s conforming work within us. 
� erefore, our lives must display this continual growth to validate 
the message. � e fruit of the Spirit must be showing and grow-
ing. If this is not so, then we are doing damage to the message 
that faith in the cross brings the needed help of the Holy Spirit. 
Of a certainty, we must balance this with the knowledge that no 
man is perfect. No Christian will ever attain to “sinless perfection” 
in this present age. � e desire to be transformed by the Spirit’s 
power must be a continual driving desire that moves us to be 
ever dependent on Christ and Him cruci� ed. Faith alone can 
and will produce the fruit of the Spirit. � en, when we declare 
that “the law of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus” is producing the 

characteristics of Christ as a result of properly placed faith, peo-
ple will be drawn to the truth. � ey too will desire to experience 
the Spirit’s help that they observe and sense in the lives of those 
proclaiming the cross. 

The Baptism with the Spirit
Secondly, let’s evaluate the Holy Spirit at work in our ministry. 
A true Spirit-� lled ministry is dependent upon the moving and 
operation of the Holy Spirit to accomplish the assigned task. As 
a classic Pentecostal, I believe in the baptism with the Holy Spirit, 
and I encourage each and every individual Christian to pursue 
this post-salvation experience. I believe this experience is accom-
panied with the initial physical evidence of speaking with other 
tongues. However, just obtaining this experience is no guarantee 
that a person will continue to rely on the moving and operation 
of the Holy Spirit. � is experience opens the door to the poten-
tial of the Holy Spirit’s supernatural � ow. 

A� er experiencing the baptism with the Holy Spirit, one can 
quite easily begin to rely on talent, ability, or education. � is will 
greatly hinder the Spirit’s work even though the individual has 
experienced the baptism with the Holy Spirit. Once again, our 
faith must be centered on who Christ is and what Christ has 
done. � e power of the Spirit is sent to validate Christ and His 
completed ministry. We need to see people drawn to Christ. We 
need to see the unbelieving and hardened heart crumble as the 
Holy Spirit cracks through the di�  cult veneer of unbelief. We 
need to see healings, miracles, signs and wonders. � ese can 
cause unbelievers—even believers—to be turned to faith in Christ. 

In the book of Acts, the greatest in� uence of being baptized 
with the Holy Spirit was the supernatural ability to bring men and 
women to the saving knowledge of Jesus Christ. Signs, miracles, 
wonders, and gi� s of the Spirit were used to turn the hearts of 
men to Christ. � e power of the Holy Spirit is to glorify Christ. 
We must li�  Him up, and then He will draw all men to Himself. 
Is this what we yearn for when we ask God for the power to touch 
hearts and lives? If not, how will those who view our ministries 
desire the baptism with the Holy Spirit in their own ministries? 

Once again, I remind the reader that no Christian attends to 
ministry perfectly. � e � esh is sure to gain ascendancy at one 
point or another, causing the Spirit’s work to be interrupted. Yet 
our ministries should be so impacted and a� ected by the pres-
ence of the Holy Spirit, that others who minister the gospel begin 
to clamor a� er, seek a� er, and experience, the baptism with the 
Holy Spirit that we preach.

Last month we discussed a prominent er-
ror of the HRM—the use of extra-biblical 
books as primary and cooperative sources 
of inspiration to better comprehend God’s 
Word as revealed in the New Testament. 
� e HRM and many Messianic Jews teach 
that the original Gospels were written in 
Hebrew or possibly Aramaic and that the 
Greek New Testament is a mere transla-
tion—and in some cases a mistranslation—
of the Hebrew or Aramaic originals. Some 
have even gone so far as to conclude that 
Paul’s writings (where he addressed the 
heresy they teach) were rewritten by Rome 
and are not authentic. Although they can-
not prove this, it is enough to cast doubt in 
their adherents and, thereby, justify them-
selves in their error.

Jews? 
Another serious problem in the HRM is 
that they believe only Jewish converts or 
rabbis can read and interpret the Hebrew 
texts, which they say are the authentic and 
correct New Testament. � is means the 
Greek New Testament in the King James 
Version can be eliminated, and in would 
come the Judaic version translated by its 
priests and rabbis.

Dead Ordinances! 
� e HRM casts doubt on the faith once 
delivered to the church by challenging 
the very Scriptures we have been given by 
the Lord. Teachers of the HRM claim that 
Christians cannot fully understand the 
Scripture until they understand the To-
rah � rst. But the opposite is true. � e Old 
Testament with all its types and shadows 
is revealed by the New Testament. Jesus 
instituted a new and better covenant with 
those who believed on Him. It is almost

covenant. To accomplish this, they view 
it a necessity to perform the works of the 
law as well as the ordinance such as the 
Sabbath and other holy days by combining 
them with Christianity.

� e Hebraic Roots Movement (HRM) also 
encompasses Messianic Judaism.

one and the same, just packaged di� erently to 
deceive more people. Messianic Judaism is merely a 
stepping-stone for the HRM. � e entire movement 

resembles the Judaizers of Paul’s day.

Legalism
� e motto of the Hebraic Roots Teaching 
Institute says,  “You need to struggle.” � ey 
explain the struggle as, “My wrestling is 
a struggle to discover what God expects 
of me.” � ey then de� ne struggle as, “Be-
lievers on this HRTI site are encouraged 
to constantly challenge, question, argue 
against, as well as view alternative views 
and explanations of the Word.” In other 
words, we are to “wrestle with the Word” 
to get to the truth. Jews worldwide believe 
that you need to wrestle with the Word 
and constantly challenge dogma, theol-
ogy, and views, or else you will never get 
to the truth. It becomes obvious to see the 
route the HRM teaching takes the unsus-
pecting believer. � eir teaching is to open 
your mind and then rede� ne God’s Word 
with their legalized interpretation. � ey 
replace grace with legalism.

New Covenant 
� e Bible makes it clear that the Old Tes-
tament was not su�  cient, and a second 
one was necessary. Hebrews 8:7 says, “For 
if the � rst covenant had been faultless, then 
should no place have been sought for the 
second.”

� e second covenant would be called a 
“new”: “And for this cause he is the media-
tor of the new testament, that by means of 
death, for the redemption of the transgres-
sions that were under the � rst testament, 
they which are called might receive the 
promise of eternal inheritance” (Heb. 9:15).

Not only was it new, but also referred 
to as better: “By so much was Jesus made 
a surety of a better testament” (Heb. 7:22).

The Law
� e HRM fails to comprehend the � n-
ished work of Calvary and justi� cation 
by faith:

• “For Christ is the end of the law for 
righteousness to every one that believeth” 
(Rom. 10:4).

• “� e law and the prophets were until 
John…” (Luke 16:16).

• “For the law was given by Moses, but 

grace and truth came by Jesus 
Christ” (John 1:17).

• “Wherefore the law was 
our schoolmaster to bring us 
unto Christ, that we might be 
justi� ed by faith” (Gal. 3:24).

The HRM teachers, along 
with many Messianic Jews, 
strive to remain in the law and seek to 
spy out the true believer’s liberty in Jesus 
Christ and place him again into a yoke of 
bondage. � ey have marginally succeed-
ed through twisting and perverting the 
Scriptures. We need to understand that 
if a believer does not appropriate faith 
in the proper object of Jesus Christ and 
Him cruci� ed, that believer will not walk 
in victory and will remain a slave to the 
sin nature. � e law, when observed as a 
means of righteousness, arouses the sin 
nature in the believer and the result is 
habitual failure. � e believer becomes 
dominated by the sin nature and Christ 
will have “become of no a� ect unto to you, 
whosoever of you are justi� ed by the law”
(Gal. 5:4). 

� e law was never designed by God as 
a means to righteousness. � e law could 
only expose man’s sinfulness. � e sacri-
� cial system was given alongside of the 
law to enable God to have fellowship with 
Israel (mankind) and cover sin until Jesus

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Aaron Dressed In Linen
On the Day of Atonement, he laid aside 
the ornate garments of the high priest. He 
laid aside the breastplate that contained 
twelve precious stones. Each one of them 
represented one of the twelve tribes of Is-
rael. He laid aside the decorated bonnet 
that declared that he had been sancti� ed 
unto the Lord. Instead, he appeared be-
fore the Lord dressed in pure white linen 
symbolizing humility and holiness.  

The Bull Was Sacrifi ced
� e � rst to be sacri� ced was the bull fol-
lowed by a ram to atone for the sins of 
Aaron and his family. Without the shed-
ding of blood there is no remission of sin. 

TWO GOATS, TWO 
RAMS, AND A BULL

Even the high priest needed atonement. 
� e blood was � rst applied to the four cor-
ners of the altar. He would then enter into 
the holy of holies and apply the blood to 
the mercy seat of the ark of the covenant.  

Jesus the High Priest
In contrast, Hebrews speaks of the only 
High Priest who did not need to bring a 
sacri� ce for His sins. “For such an high 
priest became us, who is holy, harmless, un-
de� led, separate from sinners, and made 
higher than the heavens; Who needeth not 
daily, as those high priests, to o� er up sac-
ri� ce, � rst for his own sins, and then for 
the people’s: for this he did once, when he 
o� ered up himself ” (Hebrews 7:26-27). Je-
sus, our High Priest, makes continuous 
intercession for you and me. 

Casting of Lots
� e two goats, identical and without 
spot or blemish, were brought to Aaron 
to atone for the nation of Israel. Aaron 
cast lots to determine which goat would

Aaron had just experienced the loss of his two sons, Nadab and Abihu. Anointed 
as part of the Levitical priesthood, they had brought an unacceptable sacri� ce 
unto the Lord. God could not accept an o� ering of “strange � re before the Lord.”
Judgment was immediate. � e death of his two sons acted as a solemn warning 
that Aaron was not to deviate from the prescribed ceremonial law in the smallest 
detail. God used this opportunity to instruct Aaron on how to bring an atoning 
sacri� ce for himself, his family, and the nation of Israel. To do this, he needed two 
goats, two rams, and a bull.

The scapegoat was led into the wilderness and set free.
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be sacri� ced along with the ram and which goat would be the 
Azazel goat. Albert Barnes Commentary on Leviticus explains 
it this way: “� e priest, placing one of the goats on his right 
hand and the other on his le� , took his station by the altar, and 
cast into an urn two pieces of gold exactly similar, inscribed, 
the one with the words “for the Lord,” and the other for “Azazel.”  
� e Hebrew word is azazel, which means “goat of departure” or 
“goat of complete or entire removal.” Both were types of Jesus 
Christ. � e � rst goat, sacri� ced on the altar, represented the 
blood of Christ shed for our redemption. � e “scapegoat” rep-
resents Jesus taking away our sins.

The Scapegoat
� e � rst goat was sacri� ced, and the blood applied as it had been 
for Aaron and his family. � e scapegoat was then brought to Aar-
on who placed his hands on the head of the goat representing the 
sins of Israel being placed on the Azazel goat. � e goat was then 
led away into the wilderness and set free. When news returned 
to the congregation that the Azazel escaped into the wilderness, 
there was great rejoicing. � eir sins had been removed.

Rejoice Child of God
Saints, we ought to rejoice. Our High Priest became the atoning 
sacri� ce for our sins. He is the sin sacri� ce, the whole burnt 
o� ering, and also the Azazel, which has taken our sins away. 
No longer do we need two goats, two rams, and a bull. All we 
need is Jesus.

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Depression
Grief
People choose how they grieve 
or react and adjust to loss. It 
can be either constructive or 

up things a person has been addicted to or 
extremely dependent on, such as smoking, 
alcohol, drugs, or certain foods, a roman-
tic break up, such as losing a boyfriend or 
girlfriend, marital separation or divorce, 
losing a job or important position, leav-
ing home and going to a new community, 
leaving children for work, college, military 
service, or marriage, retirement, or facing 
a terminal illness.” 3

� e guidelines for ministering to griev-
ing individuals may be helpful in all of 
these situations, but we will limit our dis-
cussion to grief due to the death of a loved 
one.

For every loss, there is an adjustment 
period, which is either constructive or 
destructive. It is impossible for us not to 
react to a loss, but a mourner can choose 
how he will adjust. � e problem occurs 
when many people either avoid dealing 
with their loss or adjust to it in inappro-
priate or harmful ways. Either of these can 
adversely a� ect their relationship with 
God and others. � e method they use to 
cope with their grief can also have a neg-
ative e� ect on how they view themselves 
and their circumstances. 

Four of the most important variables 
in� uencing the intensity and duration of 
grief are:

1. closeness of the relationship
2. how the person died
3. how the survivor has dealt with 

previous losses and how stable he is 
emotionally

4. the ethnic and religious background 
of the survivor. 4

Obviously, the closer the relationship 
between the survivor and the deceased, 
the more intense and long the grief will be. 
It will probably take longer for a person to 
adjust to the loss if he feels he cannot exist 
without the loved one, if he depended on 
the support and love of the deceased for 
his own security and identity, or if he were

destructive, and one of the results of de-
structive grieving can be depression.

Dr. Edgar Jackson, author of eighteen 
books covering three important aspects 
of bereavement, de� nes grief as, “the in-
tense emotion that � oods a life when a 
person’s inner security system is shattered 
by an acute loss, usually associated with 
the death of someone important in his or 
her life.” 1

Grief can be caused by the “the loss 
of anything of real value which a person 
cares about … something which has pro-
vided security or support or satisfaction 
and ful� llment, something in which one 

has invested emotionally.” 2
People grieve over 

physical or emotional 
disability, loss of limbs 
or organs through sur-
gery or accident, giving

involved in activities with the deceased on a daily basis. How a 
person has dealt with previous losses and that person’s emotional 
stability are also important. An emotionally stable person who 
is able to openly express his feelings and has been able to cope 
successfully with previous losses, is more likely to adjust to the 
death of someone close in a shorter period of time. 

� e grieving process can also be helped or hindered by tradi-
tional ethnic methods of coping with death and by the support 
or lack of support received by family and friends. Some ethnic 
groups encourage the open expression of feelings and are more 
supportive than others.

But the most important thing is their relationship to God. � e 
sorrows referred to in Isaiah 53:3-4 mean anguish and a�  iction 
that results in pain and sorrow. � e grief it is talking about is 
anxiety, calamity, weakness, sickness, a�  iction, and travail.

In Isaiah 53:4, it talks about Christ li� ing, bearing, carrying, 
taking away, and helping to be free from those physical and spir-
itual sorrows and griefs. It means that He was the substitutionary 
representative that was needed to carry away the sorrows and 
griefs and to li�  up the souls who were entirely dependent on 
something other than God (Deut. 24:15), which is sin. 

For Christ to carry our sorrows means to take the sorrow re-
sulting from sin (Genesis 13:24; Exodus 28:30; Psalm 32:1, 5) 
that is, ultimately, putting faith in anything other than the cross 
because “whatsoever is not of faith is sin” (Romans 14:23). � is 
can lead to depression and other results of destructive grieving 
that also hinder acceptance of the reality of the loss, experienc-
ing the pain of grief, adjusting to life without the deceased, and 
reinvesting in other relationships.

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The Vision
What I am about to relate has been told 
previously, but most of you have never 
heard it. It was July 1, 1985, at about 7 
a.m. on a Monday morning. As was my 
usual method, I would drive to a rail-
road track that was probably half a mile 

Some days I feel like I’m twenty-fi ve years old, and some 
days I feel like, well, I’ll just leave that blank for now.
The Lord has given me excellent health for which I give Him 
praise and glory. And, incidentally, I thank you so very, very 
much for the many birthday cards, letters, phone calls, and 
well wishes. Saying thank you seems woefully inadequate, 
but that is just about the best I can do.

Happy Birthday To Me...
As I took in the scene, I could see a cou-

ple of mechanical pickers in the distance 
trying to harvest this tremendous amount 
of cotton, and I realized that if something 
else wasn’t done, the crop would never be 
harvested in time.

The Storm
� en the scene changed before me. Out of 
the east I saw the most horrifying storm 
making up, with the heavens turning inky 
black, the worst I had ever seen. Instantly 
I knew that if the crop wasn’t gathered, as 
it respected the cotton, the storm would 
destroy most of it.

The Symbolism
Most of the time, whenever the harvest 
of souls is addressed, grain is used as a 
symbol. But there was no grain in this 
vision; it was all cotton. 

And then I looked in the Word of God. 
John 4:35 says: “Say not ye, � ere are yet 
four months, and then cometh harvest? 
behold, I say unto you, Li�  up your eyes, 
and look on the � elds; for they are white 
already to harvest.”

The Commission
And then the Lord began to speak to me. 
He said, “I will hold back the storm for a 
short period of time until the harvest can 
be gathered.” � en He said, “I have called 
others for areas of the world, but I have 
called this ministry (Jimmy Swaggart 
Ministries), for the entirety of the world.” 
� en He said, “Don’t fail Me, because 

from my house—there was perfect priva-
cy then; now the area is � lled with busi-
nesses and homes—and I would walk 
down the track praying, and then study 
the Word of God for a period of time. On 
that particular morning, I little realized 
what was about to happen.

As I began to walk down the track pray-
ing, the landscape around me suddenly 
changed. Instead of it looking as it did, I 
now saw nothing but cotton in every di-
rection. It was the heaviest crop that any-
one had ever seen. � ere wasn’t a green 
leaf on any stalk—all of the stalks were 
heavily laden with bolls of cotton. I was 
raised in northeast Louisiana where cot-
ton was a favorite crop, so I know a little 
bit about it.
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there is no one else to perform the task.”
In the years following 1985, while the 

Lord helped us with certain areas of the 
world such as the former Soviet Union, 
still, I thought I had failed the Lord. I 
was not able to do what I knew had to 
be done.

� en, about a year ago, while in prayer 
one a� ernoon a� er getting home from the 
o�  ce, the Lord ran this vision through my 
mind again. It was like it was fresh, brand-
new, something that had just been given 
to me. And, whenever it stopped, the Lord 
spoke to my heart and said, “� e com-
mission I gave you that Monday morning, 
July 1, 1985, is still in force. Get it done.”

I can’t tell you how I felt. I just sat there 

on the � oor for a period of time saying 
nothing. But I knew the Lord had spoken 
to me: “� e commission is still in force. 
Get it done.” � at’s the reason for our ef-
forts now, and we are doing our very best 
to get it done.

You Are Called As Well
I want to say this one thing which I have 
said in the past: You are called as well. 
Just I am called for this task, neither did 
you happen upon SonLife Broadcasting 
by accident. You are where you are as it 
regards this ministry because God has 
placed you here. In other words, whether 
you realize it or not, you are called of God 
just as much as I am called of God, and 

that goes for our entire sta�  here at Fam-
ily Worship Center. � e Lord has said,
