From Rape Of A Nation
By Jimmy Swaggart




THE LAW AND THE BIBLE |n a “pluralistic” society, one which tries to
create a compromise of all viewpoints, we are told that individuals should
not be prevented from doing whatever their religious principles allow.
We are further told that a free society should not “invade the privacy of
awoman’s body.” Furthermore, itis contended that a just society should
not pass laws that create unfairness, nor should a merciful society make
laws that impose handicaps on children. Finally, a wise society will not
pass laws that it cannot (or perhaps does not have the will to) enforce.

Men exalting themselves in their superior enlighten-
ment and humanity use these arguments to promote
abortion. On the surface, these may appear to be valid
assumptions for a society that professes concern about
all of its members. They are, however, based on the false
assumption that unborn babies are not human beings
entitled to the same protection as all other members
of society.

According to the Bible, man’s thinking concerning
abortion is contrary to God’s way of thinking. The Bible
says that the unborn child is a living soul. The Holy
Spirit inspired David to say, “Behold, I was shapen in
iniquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me” (Ps. 51:5).

When David said, “T was shapen,” he clearly implied
that from the moment of conception, he was the same
person who would later be known as David, the great
king of Israel.

Again, in Psalm 139:13-14, David was inspired to
write, “Thou hast covered me in my mothers womb. I
will praise Thee; for I am fearfully and wonderfully made.”

From the moment of conception, and as the Holy
Spirit purposed, David was indeed a person. It was
David’s body, his very substance that resided in his
mother’s womb.

We find the same type of teaching concerning Jere-
miah. He said: “Then the Word of the LORD came unto
me, saying, Before I formed thee in the belly I knew thee;
and before thee came forth out of the womb I sanctified

>

thee, and I ordained thee a prophet unto the nations’
(Jer. 1:4-5).

God knew the Prophet Jeremiah before he was born,
plainly signifying that his soul and spirit were already
in his maturing infant body. If this fetus had been
aborted, it would have constituted murder, for more
than a mass of tissue would have died — the Prophet
Jeremiah would have died. His mother might not have
known he was to be a mighty prophet, but God knew.
His mother might not have even known his name if he
hadn't survived birth, but God knew that as well.

I am saying that in God’s eyes and according to His
Word, a fetus is unquestionably a person. It is a liv-
ing soul from the very moment of conception. It is a
child — whether born or unborn.

John the Baptist was filled with the Holy Spirit ‘even
from his mother’s womb” (Luke 1:15). Mary, the mother
of Jesus, went to greet Elisabeth, “And it came to pass,
that, when Elisabeth heard the salutation of Mary, the
babe leaped in her womb” (Luke 1:41). John the Baptist,
yet a “fetus” in his mother’s womb, may not have under-
stood why he leaped at the sound of Mary’s voice, but
God knew. Even as a fetus, John responded to the pres-
ence of the Saviour, who was then within Mary’s body.

It is interesting to note the words of Jesus in Mark
10:14: “Suffer the little children to come unto me, and
forbid them not: for of such is the kingdom of God.” Here
He was referring specifically to the small children being

brought to Him for His blessing, but the Greek word translated in Luke 1:41
as “babe” is brephos. Brephos means “an unborn child or newborn.” Based on
this, it seems clear that every infant— born or unborn — has an immortal soul
since Jesus said, “Of such is the kingdom of God”

What Is Life Worth? Jesse Helms, U.S. Senator, states: “There comes a time in
the history of all great civilizations when the moral foundations upon which
it rests are shaken by some momentous turn of events. That time has come for
America. The historical experience of Western man indicates that such upheav-
als can ultimately destroy a nation — the collapse of Rome being only one of
many examples. Great nations die when they cease to live by the great princi-
ples that gave them the vision and strength to rise above tyranny and human
degradation. Unless the abortion decision is reversed by an amendment to the
Constitution, the future of America is in grave doubt, for no nation can remain
free or exercise moral leadership when it has embraced the doctrine of death™

The true issue behind legalized abortion (as well as the growing acceptance
of infanticide) boils down to a judgment on the value of human life. Approval
of these practices demands acceptance of the primary evolutionary premise
that man is just an animal — a view diametrically opposed to the Judeo-Chris-
tian concept that affords great value to every person.

The Weisberg Incident The Weisberg incident is a perfect example of innocent
victims tossed about in a game of political football, a sadistic game in which
human life is devalued, and supposedly civilized and educated persons expose
themselves as little more than brute beasts. In a well-devised strategy of rhet-
oric, “babies” are reduced to “abstract fetal tissue,” or just so many ounces of
flesh, and handled with as much emotion as one feels in purchasing a pound
of ground meat!

The Weisberg incident was first reported on February 6, 1982, as a small,
obscure item in the Los Angeles Times. One might have expected the article
to be slashed across the front pages of all papers in bold black type, but that
isn't the way it happened.

The newspaper reported the discovery of 500 fetuses, some weighing up to
four pounds. A crew of workers discovered the mangled and maimed mass of
humanity — individually stored in formaldehyde-filled maimed plastic con-
tainers —in what began as simply an assignment to repossess a 20-foot-long
shipping container. Marvin Weisberg, owner of a pathology lab in Los Angeles
County, had failed to pay the storage bill on the container that he used to store

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infants from abortion mills for pathological studies.

Workers, unloading the container behind Weisberg’s posh Wood-
land Hills home, stared in disbelief at the evidence of mass murder,
while others, their senses assaulted by the odors and morbid sight,
vomited in horror. One crew member later said, “I saw one fetus
with legs two and one-half to three inches long, and the body and
head were demolished. I was scared, frightened, and had tears in my
eyes. What else can you say?”

His boss had said, “They’re just fetuses, but they sure looked like
little babies to me.”

The Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors called for a speedy
determination of any illegality. Under California law, abortion of
fetuses under 20 weeks of age was legal, but since state codes required
burial or cremation, improper disposal was evident. That, however,
was not the first problem with disposal. In 1976, tenants who shared
the same building as Weisberg’s lab complained about 100 fetuses
stacked in the hallway.

Four private organizations, including a Right-to-Life group, offered
to pay for the cremation or burial of the yet undetermined number
of almost 7,000 pounds of babies whose lives were cruelly and pre-
maturely snuffed out. It was later determined that there were actually
17,000 fetuses in the container.

President Reagan endorsed a plan to hold a memorial service for
the fetuses, but the district attorney refused to release what he now
considered “criminal evidence” In response, public officials and
members of the California Pro-life Medical Association made a cou-
rageous attempt to initiate action and promote burial by releasing
the grossly disturbing photographs of the infants.*

The media, of course, protected the perpetrators of this horrendous
deed and echoed their perverted views. In a diabolical plot to brain-
wash the American public, they presented the abortion-produced
carnage as a mere unemotional abstraction rather than exposing the
actual magnitude of the slaughter.

How is it that a media that ordinarily specializes in the sensational
and the sordid suddenly suppresses pictures of the massacred, fails
to reveal the negative factors involved, and even refuses to inform
the public of the medical and emotional hazards to the mother? If
the truth be known, only those whose consciences have been seared
into insensitivity could choose to suppress such a crime.

It seems inconceivable that a nation as great as America could
regress to such abominable barbarism. Still, it is happening! Men
as drunken savages, intoxicated with their own wisdom and power,
court the god of Baal, and our nation’s passive multitudes watch from
the distance and do nothing! 2

|s there a difference
between speaking in
tongues and the gift of
tongues?

A. Yes, there is a difference.

Any born-again believer can be bap-
tized with the Holy Spirit, which will
always be received with the evidence of
speaking in other tongues for use in per-
sonal prayer, worship, and service to God.
During times of corporate prayer and
worship, Spirit-filled Christians often pray
and worship the Lord in their personal
prayer language, but what they speak in
tongues is not meant to be interpreted.

I Corinthians 12:10 mentions ‘divers
kinds of tongues,” or the gift of tongues.
This specific gift of the Holy Spirit given to
some Spirit-filled believers is an utterance
in tongues spoken in a public setting such
as church—an utterance that is meant to
be interpreted for the purpose of giving
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messages from the Lord that will bless,
edify, and inspire the people.

This is confusing to many non-Pente-
costal people. They do not understand the
difference and think they are both one
and the same. They are not.

To simplify, we could say that one is a
promise, and one is a gift.

The Promise Of The Father

After His resurrection and before His
ascension to heaven, the last thing Jesus
told His disciples was to wait for “the
promise of the Father”

“And, being assembled together with
them, commanded them that they should
not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for
the promise of the Father, which, saith he,
ye have heard of me. For John truly bap-
tized with water; but ye shall be baptized
with the Holy Ghost not many days hence”
(Acts 1:4-5)

As Donnie once put it, Jesus was telling
His followers: “You've been with Me these
three and a half years, but I have to leave.
I've got to go away. But I'm not going to
leave you comfortless. 'm going to send
Someone back who will not only be with
you, but who will be in you. But first go
to Jerusalem and wait for the promise of

the Father. Don’t go build churches. Don’t
go teach. Don’t go evangelize. Wait for
the promise”

That promise was made by God in Joel
2:28 which starts out, “And it shall come
to pass afterward, that I will pour out my
spirit upon all flesh.” On the Day of Pen-
tecost, the wait was over; God fulfilled
His promise: “And there appeared unto
them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it
sat upon each of them. And they were all
filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to
speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave
them utterance” (Acts 2:3-4).

As a side note, this group of a hundred
and twenty believers, or however many
there were that included Jesus’ chosen
disciples, had already given their hearts
to Christ. Previously, Jesus had told them
to rejoice because “Your names are written
in heaven” (Luke 10:20).

This shows that a person is not bap-
tized with the Holy Spirit simultane-
ously with conversion. As my husband
often says, “The baptism with the Holy
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we could say

Spirit, with the evidence of
speaking in other tongues,
is an experience separate and
apart from salvation”

Acts 2:4 says, “And they were all filled
with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak
with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them
utterance.” In the Greek text, there is no
evidence whatsoever that their speaking
in tongues was gibberish or language
coined at that moment by the Holy Spirit.

As we see in Acts 2:6-11, these were
languages unknown to the speakers but
clearly understood by others from vari-
ous nations:

“Now when this was noised abroad,
the multitude came together, and were
confounded, because that every man
heard them speak in his own language.
And they were all amazed and mar-
velled, saying one to another, Behold,
are not all these which speak Gali-
laeans? And how hear we every man
in our own tongue, wherein we were
born? Parthians, and Medes, and

Elamites, and the dwellers in Meso-
potamia, and in Judaea, and Cap-
padocia, in Pontus, and Asia, Phry-
gia, and Pamphylia, in Egypt, and in
the parts of Libya about Cyrene, and
strangers of Rome, Jews and proselytes,
Cretes and Arabians, we do hear them
speak in our tongues the wonderful
works of God.”

If you have ever seen someone expe-
rience the baptism in the Holy Spirit, as
my husband and I have many, many times,
then you know how precious, how holy it
is. It never ceases to amaze. Why? Because
you are witnessing the Spirit Himself giv-
ing that believer utterance—a new
 capability to draw closer to the
% heavenly Father through fellow-

. ship, prayer, and worship.
Again, everybody who is
filled with the Holy Spirit will
speak in tongues, but not every-
body who speaks in tongues has
the gift of tongues.

The Gift Of Tongues

“Divers kinds of tongues,” or the gift of
tongues, is one of nine gifts of the Spirit
given expressly at the discretion of the
Lord Jesus Christ through the person
of the Holy Spirit to Spirit-filled indi-
viduals to bring forth direction to the
body of Christ in message, comfort, and
exhortation.

Divers kinds of tongues are a supernat-
ural utterance given by the Holy Spirit in
languages never learned nor understood
by the speaker and seldom understood
by the hearers. It has nothing to do with
man’s linguistic ability, mind, or intellect.
The gift of tongues is a vocal miracle.

Since the gift of tongues is meant to
be interpreted, another gift of the Spirit
is required—the gift of interpretation of
tongues, which is also listed in I Corin-
thians 12:10.

These two vocal gifts of the Spirit—
tongues and interpretation—are used to
give messages from the Lord that bless,
edify, and inspire the people.

The purpose of interpretation is to ren-
der the gift of tongues intelligible to the
hearers so that the church, as well as the
possessor of the gift, may know what has
been said and may be edified. Paul said,
“greater is he that prophesieth than he that
speaketh with tongues, except he inter-
pret, that the church may receive edifying”
(I Cor. 14:5).

We have several Spirit-filled believers
at Family Worship Center who are used
in the gift of tongues and in the gift of
interpretation, and it is always a blessing
to the entirety of the church body, when
they are used according to the guidelines
of the Holy Spirit.

After hearing the gift of tongues and the
gift of interpretation in operation, some
may wonder why the interpretation is
longer or shorter than the utterance in
tongues. The reason is an interpretation of
tongues is just that—an interpretation. It
is not a translation. So the interpretation
may be shorter or longer, depending on
the language that was used in the initial
utterance.

The apostle Paul, under the guidance of
the Holy Spirit, devotes a good portion of
I Corinthians 14 discussing these subjects
because there is potential for confusion.
My husband and I have been in services
where two people attempt to operate in
these gifts at the same time. Maybe you
have seen this as well. It doesn’t mean that
the devil is behind it. It just means that
people sometimes get things mixed up.

But if we will learn to stay in the Spirit,
follow the Spirit, walk according to the
Word, and be sensitive to what the Spirit
wants and desires, then everything will
work out right, because God is not the
author of confusion.

The Gift

“And as they did eat, Jesus took bread, and
blessed, and brake it, and gave to them, and
said, Take, eat: this is my body. And he took

the cup, and when he had given thanks, he

gave it to them: and they all drank of it.
And he said unto them, This is my blood of

the new testament, which is shed for many.”
—MARK 14:22-24

AS IS OBVIOUS, the subject matter of
the text is what we know as the Last Sup-
per. However, everything the Lord said
and did has a far greater spiritual mean-
ing than what the text bears out with just
a surface reading.

The Lord’s Supper was that which was
derived from the Passover meal. The
meanings of both—the Passover and the
supper—are similar, yet different. The
Passover represented something which
was to come, while the supper repre-
sented that which had already come—
Christ. The Passover represented a work
not yet finished, while the supper repre-
sented a work completely finished.

Ordinance Or Sacrament
The taking of the Lord’s Supper is very
holy as it is a memorial for the church
regarding the sacrifice of Christ. Though
it is very holy and not to be ignored or
taken lightly, it is an ordinance of the
church and not a sacrament. A sacrament
means there is a salvation in the cup and
the wafer or cracker, and we should know
that there is no salvation in communion.
In Mark 14:22, not only are we given
the first steps in taking the Lord’s Supper
but also, in the order stated, we are given
the steps of the Christian life. That order
is: Jesus took, blessed, brake, and gave.

He Took

Jesus took the bread, and the bread rep-
resents His body, which was offered at
Calvary’s cross for humanity’s redemp-
tion. It is also a picture of all who come
to Christ and though stained with sin
and doomed to hell, once repentance
is offered, we are “taken” by Christ. The
believing sinner is taken and transformed
from a child of darkness to a child of light.
It doesn’t matter how great the transgres-
sion; our Lord has never refused to take

any sinner and save him. John 6:37 says,

“All that the Father giveth me shall come to
me; and him that cometh to me I will in
no wise cast out.”

He Blessed

Jesus took bread and blessed it. After tak-
ing the bread, the Lord blesses the bread.
The offering of His body on Calvary’s cross

was blessed by God the Father. Likewise,
when the sinner comes to Christ, he enters

into the economy of God, and God’s econ-
omy is a blessing economy. Deuteronomy
28:1-2 says: “And it shall come to pass, if
thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice

of the LorD thy God, to observe and to do

all his commandments which I command

thee this day, that the LorD thy God will

set thee on high above all nations of the

earth. And all these blessings shall come on

thee, and overtake thee, if thou shalt hear-
ken unto the voice of the LorD thy God.”
In Deuteronomy 28:3-13, the Lord lists

the many and varied blessings He has pre-
pared for all who would obey His word. In

Hebrews 8:6, the writer states, “But now
hath he obtained a more excellent minis-
try, by how much also he is the mediator
of a better covenant, which was established
upon better promises.” So the blessings that
are now available to every believer are

even greater under the new covenant.

He Broke It

Jesus took bread, blessed it, and broke it.
For the Lord to be a blessing to humanity,
His body must be broken as it was at Cal-
vary. So, too, must the believer be broken
in order to be a blessing to those around
him. This is the sanctification process,
though, in the eyes of God, one is sanc-
tified at salvation. The practical aspects
of sanctification are progressive, hence,
the term progressive sanctification (I Cor.
6:9-11). Progressive sanctification is the

ongoing act of the Holy Spirit working in
us for us to “be conformed to the image
of his Son” (Rom. 8:29) in order for us to
be presented “faultless before the presence
of his glory with exceeding joy” (Jude 24).

The breaking is never pleasant or easy,
for the breaking is the abrogation of self,
which must be hidden in Christ. Never
forget, Christ died not only to save man
from sin, but also from self. Self is not
easily subjected. Actually, when one reads
the book of Job, one is reading the very
first book of the Bible to be written. As
the first book written, it is interesting to
note that the theme of Job is not the sal-
vation of the sinner, but the sanctification
of the saint.

The Gift

“Jesus took bread, and blessed, and brake
it, and gave to them” (Mark 14:22). When
He gave the bread, He was not only giv-
ing them physical bread but, spiritually,
He was giving Himself. Salvation is a gift,
hence, the word take. Salvation is not
hard. All one has to do is take, by faith,
the greatest gift given to humanity—the
gift of God’s Son, Jesus Christ—as one’s
Lord and Savior.

The Cup

“He took the cup” (Mark 14:23). The cup
signifies the shedding of our Lord’s blood
on Calvary’s cross. This cup is called the
“cup of blessing,” and what a blessing
the blood of Jesus Christ is. Everything
we have as benefits of salvation comes
through the blood of Jesus Christ.

Thanks

“He took the cup, and when he had given
thanks” (Mark 14:23). In our daily walk
with the Lord, we should be living a life of
continual thanksgiving. Be thankful, daily,
for God’s goodness.

“He took the cup, and when he had given
thanks, he gave it to them” (Mark 14:23).

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Central Doctrines
of Iheology

ArTicLE By Gabriel Swaggart

People ask me continuously which major doctrinal
beliefs shaped my theology. There are three central
doctrines that have helped to shape my theology, and
all three play a significant role in the life of every
believer: THE CROSS, FAITH, AND THE HOLY SPIRIT.

THE CROSS IS the center of all theology,
the foundation upon which all doctrine
is built. The story of the Bible is the story
of Jesus Christ and Him crucified, and
my theology flows from that viewpoint.
Everything I believe stems from this
core teaching, for the only thing stand-
ing between humanity and eternal hell is
the cross of Christ.

Faith is the simple act of believing that
allows us access to what God has in store
for us as His children. Also, being a Pen-
tecostal, the stream in which I flow comes
from the river of the Holy Spirit, the third
member of the triune Godhead. We will
take a look at what makes my theology
work while viewing several themes that
have either solidified or challenged my
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view of my theology.

The first aspect of my theology is justifi-
cation by faith. Justification is the greatest
gift that God has given to humanity, and
nothing else comes close to its impor-
tance. Myer Pearlman states, “the word

Gustify’ is a judicial term meaning to

acquit, to declare righteous, to pronounce
sentence of acceptance”

Man owed a tremendous debt to God,
a debt that he could not pay. Therefore,
in eternity past, God saw through fore-
knowledge that He would create man
and that man would fall. However, the
Godhead did not leave humanity in this
fallen condition. God would become man
(the incarnation), to do for humankind
what they could not do for themselves.

God’s love for man was on full display as
Jesus Christ became the ultimate sacrifice,
laying down His life for His highest cre-
ation. The work that Christ accomplished
at Calvary was a legal work, where God
accepted the finished work of Christ as
payment, and the result was justifica-
tion for all who would exhibit faith in
that tremendous work. Through Calvary,
God’s verdict against us has been changed
from condemnation to righteousness, all
through the simple act of faith and grace
alone.

Through faith in what Christ has done,
the believing sinner is baptized into
Christ, where the old man is crucified,
and a new man is risen (Rom. 6:3-5; Gal.
6:15; I Cor. 5:14-17). This experience is
called the born-again experience. Salva-
tion does not and cannot find its source in
our works (Eph. 2:8-9), for God will never
be able to accept our righteousness as pay-
ment for sin. God cannot accept anything
less than perfection, and the only perfect
person to ever live was Christ. Therefore,
justification can only come through the
act of faith in Christ on the part of the
believing sinner. Through this same faith,

that person is declared righteous, or in
right standing with God. Justification is
more than just a pardon; it is a transfor-
mation from a sinner to a saint.

The second stream of my theologi-
cal mindset comes from the experience
of glossolalia, or speaking with other
tongues as the Spirit gives the utterance.
Being raised in a Pentecostal home and
church, I believe that the baptism with the
Holy Spirit with the evidence of speaking
with other tongues is a separate work of
grace apart from salvation. I believe that
at redemption, the Holy Spirit comes in
to dwell in the individual’s life for the pur-
pose of regeneration (John 3:1-8; 16:7-15).
However, at Spirit baptism, Jesus Christ,
the baptizer, baptizes the believer into the
person of the Holy Spirit, which is always
accompanied with speaking with other
tongues and is primarily for service, and it
gives the Holy Spirit access to the believer
and the believer access to the Holy Spirit
(Acts 1:8, 2:4; John 14:16-18, 16:13-15).

There are traditional views regarding
the infilling of the Holy Spirit that differ
from denominations and religious sects.
First, there is the viewpoint that is held by
most evangelical circles that believe the
Holy Spirit is received at salvation with no
need for a second experience. The One-
ness group declares that the infilling of
the Holy Spirit is received at salvation and
is accompanied by speaking with other
tongues. The third group is the Holiness/
Wesleyan tradition that believes the bap-
tism with the Holy Spirit is given after

salvation but not accompanied by speak-
ing with other tongues. The last position
taught by Pentecostals states that the
infilling of the Holy Spirit is a separate
work of grace and is always accompanied
with tongues.

The third stream that has shaped my
theology is the notion of sanctification
by faith alone. Just as we are justified
by faith alone, we are sanctified by faith
alone. Sanctification comes through faith
in Christ and the cross, which allows the
Holy Spirit to work in our lives to bring
about Christlikeness. One of the most
important works of the Holy Spirit is
sanctifying the believer, which means
that He purifies, cleanses, and prunes
God’s people. This work begins at sal-
vation and continues throughout our
everyday life and living, which points to
the belief that sanctification is instanta-
neous and progressive. It is instantaneous
in that this work was done once and for
all (Heb. 10:14), and progressive in that
the individual believer must follow after
holiness (Heb. 12:14).

We maintain that the work of sanctifi-
cation can only come about through our
faith anchored in Christ and the cross.
Upon faith in Christ and Him crucified,
we are set apart from the world and unto
Christ. Once a person expresses faith
in Christ for salvation, the Holy Spirit
places that person into Christ, which
means that he is placed in a position of
perfection. However, once that individual
begins walking in his Christian faith, he

realizes that his condition is constantly
up and down. It is the work of the Holy
Spirit to bring our condition up to our
position, which lends to the idea of sanc-
tification being both instant and progres-
sive. I posit that there is nothing that a
Christian can do to earn his sanctifica-
tion. One does not arrive at the fullness
of sanctification by doing good deeds, but
it is the Holy Spirit alone who can bring
about this work. But for the Holy Spirit
to work correctly, our faith must be in
Christ and the cross exclusively (Rom.
8:2). The cross is where Christ purchased
our salvation, and our victory over sin
was won (1 Cor. 1:17-18; Eph. 2:13-18),
and through faith, the Holy Spirit can
begin the work of bringing our condi-
tion up to our position.

Throughout these views, one can see
these three essential aspects of Christi-
anity: the cross, faith, and the Holy Spirit.
The cross is the central foundation of all
doctrine; faith is the key that unlocks the
door for us to experience all that God has
in store for us; and the Holy Spirit is the
one who oversees everything.

I tend to believe that if a person believes
that what Christ did is the answer for all
of life’s problems, then the Holy Spirit can
go to work to take out the bad and put
in the good. I also believe that God has
given everything for life and godliness
through Christ. We access those good
things through faith in what Christ has
done for us, and we receive what we need
by the agency of the Holy Spirit.

Destruction and Despair

at Ziklag
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In | Samuel 30:7-8, David consults with Abiathar, the man of
God, seeking confirmation: "And David said to Abiathar the
priest, Ahimelech's son, | pray thee, bring me hither the ephod.
And Abiathar brought thither the ephod to David. And David
enquired at the Lorp, saying, Shall | pursue after this troop? shall
| overtake them? And he answered him, Pursue: for thou shalt

surely overtake them, and without fail recover all

INTKINGS 22:7, King Jehoshaphat asked
the question, “Is there not here a prophet of
the LoRD besides, that we might enquire of
Him?” One of the most important duties
of a pastor is to provide wise and godly
counsel. When going through a crisis, I
urge you to visit with a mature and godly
pastor, pastor’s wife, or a wise, seasoned,
and godly church member. Godly coun-
sel is so important when going through
life-changing, negative experiences of life.
Psalm 1 warns us of “ungodly counsel”
Study Proverbs 11:14 and 15:22.

In the midst of the sounds of strong
weeping and insurrection, and the
strong smell of burning buildings

and tents, David calls for Abi-

athar, the high priest and the

man of God.

”

Most likely, David explains to Abia-
thar, the man of God, what He is feel-
ing about pursuing the enemy. In I Sam-
uel 30:8 he asks, “Shall I pursue after this
troop? Shall I overtake them?” David seeks
confirmation.

Established by Moses, there was a spe-
cific way to hear from God by consult-
ing the high priest who would be wear-
ing a white linen outer garment called an
ephod and on it would be a breastplate
holding twelve beautiful stones that rep-
resented the twelve tribes of Israel. Addi-
tionally, the ephod garment would have a
pouch attached to it holding two stones
called the Urim and Thummim.

Old Testament scholars believe that
these two stones were like two domi-
noes or like two flat rocks. On one side



was a Hebrew word for “yes,” and on
the other side was the Hebrew word for
“no” A question would be put to the high
priest and, in response, the high priest
would cause the two stones to fall out of
the pouch and onto the ground. If both
landed on the “yes” side, that would be
the Lord giving confirmation to do what-
ever was being asked. If both landed on
the “no” side, that would be a negative
response from God. If one rock showed
a “no” and one rock showed a “yes,” that
meant “hold steady” and “do nothing”

The high priest, Abiathar, caused the
two stones to fall on the ground, and both
landed on the “yes” side. The Word of the
Lord to David was clear: “Pursue, for thou
shalt surely overtake them and without fail
recover all” He got his confirmation. Get-
ting the wisdom of godly elders is valu-
able indeed. Knowing and obeying Scrip-
ture is extremely important.

David accepted the confirmation of the
Urim and Thummim and, with faith, ral-
lied his mighty men to war.

In T Samuel 30:8, God confirms to
David, “Pursue; for thou shalt surely over-
take them, and without fail recover all.” In
a spirit of obedience and faith, David and
four hundred men launched forward in
pursuit of the enemy. Providentially, God
allowed them to meet a wounded Egyp-
tian who had been fighting with the Ama-
lekites. David learned all about the Ama-
lekites and the condition of their families.
With clarity, David and four hundred men
marched on to find their families.

It is one thing to know the will of God;
it is another thing to attempt to do it with
all your heart with faith that God will help
you. Hebrews 11:6 says, “But without faith
it is impossible to please him: for he that
cometh to God must believe that he is, and
that he is a rewarder of them that diligently
seek him.” Faith is believing that God will
do what He says He will do. Real faith
brings strength and power.

In T Samuel 30:16, the Bible says that
David saw the Amalekites ‘eating and
drinking, and dancing.” It seems, without
much hesitation, the battle begins, “And
David smote them from the twilight even
unto the evening of the next day” (I Sam.
30:17). Ponder that— they fought all night
and then all day and won the victory. I
Samuel 30:18 reads, “And David recovered
all that the Amalekites had carried away:
and David rescued his two wives.”

Additionally, David took possession of
all the spoils from the Amalekites. David
and his mighty men had experienced
incredible destruction and despair. But
David got into God’s presence and heard
from God. He received godly confirma-
tion from the man of God, and he showed
true obedience and faith to pursue the
enemy and do war. I Samuel 30:19 reads,

“David recovered all”

Conclusion

I love to hear Evangelist Jimmy Swaggart
shout out, “If you won’t quit, God won’t
quit”

Young David, the future king of Israel,
had spent sixteen months out of the will
of God. Yet God was quick to forgive
David. At Ziklag, God gave Him words of
encouragement, clarified what he should
do about the enemy, directed him and his
troops to the enemy, and then empow-
ered David and his four hundred mighty
men to win the battle against the Ama-
lekites and recover everything that had
been stolen plus much more. Friend, our

God is a good God, and He loves you!
Never forget it!

Dear friend, when going through the
great trials of life, remember these three
simple steps:

1. Insincere, fervent prayer, remember
what Christ did for you on Calvary’s hill.
Two thousand years ago, Christ died for
your sins and my sins—past, present, and
future sins. I believe that David experi-
enced Ziklag because he had spent sixteen
months out of the will of God. He needed
to repent, and I believe that He did. So, be
sure to do what it says in I Corinthians
11, “let a man examine himself.”

2. Take your sins to the altar of God—
to the cross— and leave them there. Yes,
pick up the cross and follow Christ. Take
time to consult with one or more godly
counselors.

3. Go to arespected and honored elder
and seek godly counsel. Upon hearing
from God, commit yourself to do it and
get on with doing the will of God for your
life. Get back into the battle. Know your
enemy and by faith pursue the will of God,
and you will recover all. God’s calling on
your life will never be rescinded. God has
much for you to do for Him.

In Romans 8:31, the great apostle Paul
wrote: “What shall we then say to these
things? If God be for us, who can be against
us?”

In Romans 8:37, he writes, “Nay, in
all things we are more than conquerors
through him that loved us.”

The Law
of Christ

‘Bear ye one another's burdens,
and so fulfil the law of Christ.”

—GALATIANS 6:2

Three Laws of the New Covenant

There are three great laws that attach themselves to the new cov-
enant. Every believer should be aware of their existence, their
meaning, and how they apply to God’s redemption plan under
Christ. They are: (1) The law of faith, (2) The law of the Spirit of
life in Christ Jesus, (3) The law of Christ

In months past, we focused on the first two laws. This month,
we will take a closer look at the law of Christ.

The law of faith declares that the believer is to consistently
approach his relationship with God by faith in Christ and Him
crucified. Doing so allows for the supernatural power of the law
of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus to set believers free from the
dominion of sin and empowers them to live holy. The law of Christ
is the term that describes the moral actions and ethical attitudes
that are to be displayed in the life of every new covenant believer.

The Law Of Christ

The first task to resolve before a study on the term law of Christ or
Christ’s law can be accomplished is a definition of the term itself.
It is very likely that most Christians have paid little attention to
the term. Most, I fear, will have failed to recognize the signifi-
cance of its meaning. Christ’s law or the law of Christ is referred
to by the apostle Paul in two different locations in Scripture. The




most obvious is in Galatians 6:2. The other is in I Corinthians
9:21. The term itself does not designate a list of rules that need
to be slavishly followed. Instead, it revolves around the believer’s
personal relationship with Jesus.

The content of the law of Christ is declared in the New Testa-
ment Scriptures; Jesus Himself being the primary teacher. But
Christ’s law also includes concepts and truths regarding the new
covenant as written by the apostles and contained in the canon
of Scripture.

Thirdly, Christ’s law is taught by the ever-present influence of
the Holy Spirit which lives inside every born-again believer. He
is a consistent guide as to what is pleasing to Christ and what is
not. In essence, the goal is that Christ’s very life rises within the
heart of the believer and is displayed in his actions, attitudes,
decisions, and responses. Paul declared, “Yet not I, but Christ
liveth in me” (Gal. 2:20).

When the essence of Christ is enabled in the heart, rather than
what is indigenous to the flesh, then one is truly participating in
the law of Christ. The new covenant is really all about Jesus. The
law of Christ has its fulfillment as a believer embraces the life-
style expected of a saint and the means by which that lifestyle is
to be accomplished.

The Word And The Holy Spirit

The law of Christ holds the moral teachings of Jesus as declared
in the New Testament Scriptures. The Holy Spirit is the premiere
new covenant guide of moral law. If a believer had no availability
of the New Testament (which was a basic reality for most of the
first fifteen hundred years of the church) the Holy Spirit could
more than adequately guide that believer toward the moral ethic
of Christ’s law. Jeremiah spoke of this when he prophesied about
the new covenant (Jer. 31:33-34).

Because most believers have the availability of the Scriptures
today and all believers have the indwelling Holy Spirit, they can
count on the coordination of these two heavenly gifts to properly
guide them. The Holy Scriptures should reinforce and confirm
that which one is sensing in his inner being. Both of these marvel-
ous gifts are safeguards and, if yielded to, will confirm the truth of
the morality that is required by Christ for those in His kingdom.

Christ’s Law And The Mosaic Law

It is important to recognize that Christ’s law is different and
unique from the Mosaic law. The Mosaic law was the law given
to Moses by the mediatorial agency of angels. Christ’s law was
spoken by Jesus Christ Himself under the direction of the Holy
Spirit. While there may be parts of Mosaic law that are included

in Christ’s law, believers must understand that we have a different
or new covenant that comes from a separate and distinct author-
itative source. Any individual may be under only one contract
with the same person or entity at any single moment in time.

God has granted three major covenants that reflect the respon-
sibilities of his elect people. The first was the Abrahamic covenant.
This was the covenant of promise that was regulated by faith. In
it, God promised Abraham that a redeemer would come through
his lineage to establish redemption for the whole world. The sec-
ond was the Mosaic covenant given at Mount Sinai and applied
to the Jewish people of Moses’ day. This covenant continued for
approximately sixteen hundred years but has now been rendered
obsolete (Heb. 8:13) as it has been completely fulfilled by Christ.
The third covenant is the new covenant which was promised,
prophesied, and established through the ministry of Christ by
his death on Calvary.

The guidelines, responsibilities, and ethics of the Mosaic cove-
nant have been rendered obsolete. Obsolete does not mean that
something was ever wrong, improper, or evil. It means that the
law of Moses no longer has authority over, or is the responsibil-
ity of, those in the new covenant. However, many of the moral
and ethical demands that were a part of the Old Testament law
are included in the instructions of Christ and His apostles. This
makes them a part of the new covenant. We are responsible to
abide by these instructions. In the Great Commission Jesus said,

“Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of
the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to
observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you” (Matt. 28:19-
20). The moral and ethical instructions of Christ are Christ’s law.

Works Of Righteousness Do Not Save

A demand for proper moral attitudes and actions cannot produce
salvation. Salvation is by grace through faith alone! Christ’s law
simply instructs believers as to the proper standard of holy living.
Some of the ethical guidelines in Christ’s law are taken directly
from the Mosaic law. But as is clear in Matthew 5:21-48, Christ’s
teachings always supersede or completely change the content of
the Mosaic law.

Jesus established a far higher ethical standard than anything
ever before established. He not only demands a far greater stan-
dard of morality than the world has ever seen, but He also estab-
lished the means by which it might be attained. His death on
the cross made available the Holy Spirit to every believer. When
the believer maintains faith in Christ and the cross, the Holy
Spirit can equip a believer to meet the righteousness demands
of Christ’s law.

Revolution

In the minds of intellectuals, Darwinism gave
scientific justification to remove God from our
educational system. It also gave way for psychology
to enter in and address man’s condition.
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In this new society, man would no longer
need to concern himself with sin; psychol-
ogy would become the religion of human-
ism; and the manner in which society
addressed everything would change, from
why criminals commit acts of injustice to
why some fail in school. Every facet of
behavior would be labeled and diagnosed
with a therapeutic solution.

Couple Darwinism and humanism with
an economic system, and you now have a
winning formula for society to be raised
up to a utopia, right? Not so fast. There is
more to this drama.

Karl Marx And Communism

The economic solution widely embraced
today is socialism. However, socialism is
not the end goal. To Karl Marx, social-
ism is that of an economic transition. In
other words, socialism is the path toward
communism.

Marx attempted to build on Darwin’s
theory of evolution. In his famous book,
Das Kapital, Marx attempted to apply Dar-
win’s view of evolutionary struggle in ani-
mal life as a universal concept to explain
all of life’s disciplines. He taught that “sur-
vival of the fittest” also applied to govern-
ments. Marx wanted to dedicate Das Kap-
ital to Darwin, who declined his offer.

To Marx, humanity would be free to
control its own destiny when socialism
replaced capitalism. His views set the stage
for many political struggles to follow in
the next century.

Nietzsche—God Is Dead

It was only after his death that Friedrich
Nietzsche’s sister published her broth-
er’s book, The Will to Power. Nietzsche
believed and taught that man would tri-
umph over his own destiny, and that man-
kind lived in a universe ruled by scien-
tific laws and therefore had no need of the
Bible, God, or religion.

Marx and Nietzsche both preached the
same thoughts. By the end of the nine-
teenth century, a chorus of other radical
voices in the intellectual community of
Europe rose in agreement.

Freud And Psychology
Sigmund Freud is often called the father of
modern psychology. He offered some rad-
ical new ideas. He taught that man needed
to be freed from his religious values and
could find within himself all the necessary
guidelines to protect and advance society.
It was Freud who would say that belief
in God is a mental disorder. He taught that
anyone who truly believed in God suffered
from a deep-seated mental problem. He
fervently tried to disassociate guilt from
sin. Freud denied that there was a God
anywhere to trouble man’s mind or soul.



Karl Marx wanted to dedicate
Das Kapital to Charles Darwin,
who declined his offer.
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He further taught that man, his mind, and
his own values are the ultimate basis for
happiness and success—without the need
for divine laws. He believed humans are
essentially animals—a view espoused by
others of that day, i.e., Wilhelm Wundt,
who is credited with establishing the first
psychology laboratory in Leipzig, Ger-
many in 1879. This event is widely recog-
nized as the formal establishment of psy-
chology as a science, distinct from biology
and philosophy.

The vast impressions made by the pre-
ceding on all future influencers of soci-
ety changed the very dynamics of soci-
ety—a society that once embraced God
and recognized that personal accountabil-
ity toward God shaped human character.

For example, the original rule of Har-
vard College in 1636: “Let every Stu-
dent be plainly instructed, and earnestly
pressed to consider well, the maine end
of his life and studies is to know God and
Jesus Christ which is eternal life (John

17:3) and therefore to lay Christ in the bot-
tome, as the only foundation of all sound
knowledge and Learning” Harvard’s one-
word motto at that time? “Veritas,” which
is the Latin word for “truth”

Many years later, in the nineteenth cen-
tury, Christopher Langdell, former dean
of the Harvard Law School, expanded the
radical thinking of Marx and Freud. He
taught that evolutionary principles must
also be applied to judges’ opinions: the
U.S. Constitution is relative, changing, and
should be interpreted by judges who could
rule that law means whatever the judges
want it to mean.

Antonio Gramsci

The concept of “the long march through
the institutions” explains the Communist
theoretician Antonio Gramsci and his cul-
tural revolution. Society must fall under
the influence of the progressive forces
devoted to transforming a nation. No
longer is a war necessary if a generation

can be trained to think correctly. Rede-
fine government, family, religion, and so
forth, and through this systematic redef-
inition process of culture, a new political
order can arise.

In Italy, where Gramsci was from,
Benito Mussolini’s totalitarian formula
was, “Everything within the state, nothing
outside the state, nothing against the state””

Gramsci would use the strategy of the
Fabian socialists, who chose “patient grad-
ualism,” rather than violent insurrection,
as the most effective means to collectiv-
ize society. He would urge the Marxists
to escape from the shackles of economic
theory and focus instead on society’s cul-
tural organs: the press and other media,
education, entertainment, religion, and
the family.

Gramsci advised that for revolution-
aries to establish political leadership and
hegemony (leadership or dominance),
they must not count solely on the power
and material force of government; they
must change the culture upon which the
government was built. Once that is accom-
plished, the newly developed government
will be made up of those who have been
indoctrinated to the new culture.

Gradualism has been going on for many
decades now. The leaven has permeated all
aspects of society. The cultural revolution
made significant progress in the 1960s and
is now manifesting its new culture on
everyone. As we dig deeper into its impact,
it will send chills through your body to see
how successful they have become; even
their effect on the church. 2

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Are We Called To Be Relevant To Society?

They feel that the gospel of Jesus Christ is
old-fashioned and must change. “It’s too
restrictive,” they say. “It needs to be more
acceptable to the masses. If so, more would
become Christians. We need to change the
gospel”

Do We Have The Authority

To Change The Gospel?

Before we attempt to change the gospel of
Jesus Christ, we should address this ques-
tion: Do we have the authority to change
the gospel that was first established by Jesus
Christ?

There are those who place church tra-
dition on par or even above the written
Word of God (Vatican II). What had been
established by church leaders is viewed as
the divine revelation of God and must be
accepted by the “faithful” However, that
is not what God’s Word says. Paul did not
tell Timothy to trust in the traditions of
men but to trust in the inspiration of God’s
Word. Paul said, “All scripture is given by
inspiration of God, and is profitable for doc-
trine, for reproof, for correction, for instruc-
tion in righteousness: that the man of God
may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto
all good works.” (I Tim. 3:16-17). Those
who say their tradition is equal to or more
powerful than Scripture did not use Scrip-
ture to validate their statement.

Don’t Mess With God’s Word

God’s Word does not give us the author-
ity (Greek: exousia) to change His Word.
The book of Revelation ends with a strong
warning: “If any man shall add unto these



things, God shall add unto him the plagues
that are written in this book: and if any
man shall take away from the words of the
book of this prophecy, God shall take away
his part out of the book of life, and out of
the holy city, and from the things which
are written in this book” (Rev. 22:18-19).

The Way Of Salvation Must Always

Remain The Same

Jesus said, “I am the way, the truth, and
the life: no man cometh unto the Father,
but by me” (John 14:6). A simple faith in
the completed work of Calvary has always
been the only way a sinner might find for-
giveness of sin. And that’s where the prob-
lem lies—we don’t want to tell people that
they have offended God. We would rather
tell them that they are already acceptable

to God and all they have to do is join a
church and participate when it is conve-
nient to do so. We live in a society focused
on being politically correct. By doing so,
they hope to please everybody.

When it comes to the gospel, you can’t
please everybody. James warns us to be
careful that our friendship with the world
can make us enemies of God: “Ye adulter-
ers and adulteresses, know ye not that the
friendship of the world is enmity with God?
whosoever therefore will be a friend of the
world is the enemy of God” (James 4:4).

Would It Still Be The Gospel?

If we changed the gospel, would it even
be the gospel? How is it good news if they
believe they are acceptable to God only
to find out in the end that they are not?

There is only one way to be saved and that
is through the blood of the Lamb. For
mankind to bypass the sin issue means
they are not saved. For mankind to bypass
the cross means they are not saved. We
will always experience opposition from
the world. The answer is to press in to
Jesus and not give in to the world. Lets
let our light shine, and let the Holy Spirit
pierce the darkness. Is it time to change
the gospel? Never! #

Selfishness

“And the people stood beholding. And the rulers also with them derided him,
saying, He saved others; let him save himself, if he be Christ, the chosen of God.
And the soldiers also mocked Him, coming to him, and offering him vinegar,
and saying, If thou be the king of the Jews, save thyself. And one of the
malefactors which were hanged railed on him saying, If thou be the Christ,

save thyself and us.” —LUKE 23:35-37, 39

THE UNDERLYING CAUSE of most sins
is selfishness. It is called by several dif-
ferent names, such as pride, self-will, the
flesh, and self-esteem. It is valuing, pre-
ferring, and giving priority to self above
anything or anyone else, including God.
In the verses above, some of the Jew-
ish people, religious rulers, soldiers,
and even one of the criminals who
was crucified with Jesus, mocked
and ridiculed Him by telling
Him to save Himself. If He was
the Messiah who healed the
blind, deaf, and lame, and even
raised the dead, it should be a
simple thing for Him to save
Himself from dying on the cross.
But they did not understand that
this was the whole purpose, or
cause, for which He was born and
lived for (John 12:27).
Even His own disciples did not
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understand and actually opposed why
He surrendered without a fight (Luke
22:49-53). They talked, from the begin-
ning, about His having to be killed (Mat-
thew 16:21-23; Mark 8:31-33; Luke 9:22,
44-45; 18:31-34). And they expected Him
to deliver them from the Roman Empire
and establish a new kingdom of Israel, but
He rebuked them for going against His
death, which was God’s will. Jesus went
as far to say that no one could be one of
His disciples if he was not willing to give
up his entire selfish life and live for God.
Even though being a Christian can
cause someone to be killed physically, it
is necessary for everyone to become a “liv-
ing sacrifice” (Rom. 12:1), or to surrender
his life completely to God through faith
in who Christ is and what He did on the
cross. This is what it meant to allow Christ
to be the Lord of—in control of—his life,
which is an essential part of becoming



and remaining a Christian (Matt. 16:24-
25; Mark 8:34-35; Luke 9:23-24). This is
what the rich young ruler refused to do
because his material possessions were
more important to him than surrendering
to and following Jesus (Luke 18:23). But
that is exactly what the person did when
he found a treasure in a field (Matt. 13:44),
and a pearl of great price (Matt. 13:46). He
went and sold all he had so he could buy
the items that were much more valuable
than all he had.

Everyone is trading his life for some-
thing. They are either trading or giving
up their souls for the temporary things of
this life that lead to eternal death, or they
are giving up their lives in this world so
they can have eternal life with God. (Matt.
16:26; Mark 8:36-37; Luke 9:25).

Paul said it this way: Most people
change, or trade, the glory of God for an
idol (Rom. 1:23). They go on to change or
trade the truth of God for a lie and wor-
ship and serve the creature more than the
Creator (Romans 1:25). Finally, some go
as far to change or trade the godly rela-
tions between a man and a woman in mar-
riage for homosexuality (Rom. 1:26-27).

In Acts 1:8, believers are described as
witnesses (3144. martus) who have infor-
mation or knowledge of something to give
to others. This information is gained and
given to others by the power of the Holy
Spirit. First, it is gained by the power of
the Spirit only through faith in the cross
that enables believers to be dead to:

o the sin nature (Rom. 6:2, 7, 11; I Pet.
2:24)

o the law (Rom. 7:4; 8:1-2; Gal. 2:19;
5:18)

o the world (Col. 2:20; Gal. 6:14)

o the flesh (Rom. 8:11-13; Gal. 5:16, 24)

« the devil (Col. 2:14-15; 1 John 3:8-
9; 5:18)

Then it is shared with others by the
power and anointing of the Spirit result-
ing from the baptism of the Holy Spirit
(Acts 2:4; 4:23-31; 8:14-17; 9:17-18; 10:44-
48;19:1-7).

So God requires every person who
wants to live for Him to surrender every-
thing he is and everything he has to be a
Christian and fulfill God’s plan for his life.
This is similar to Jesus overcoming self-
ishness by humbling Himself and being
obedient to death, even the death of the
cross (Phil.

THE LAW AND THE BIBLE |n a “pluralistic” society, one which tries to
create a compromise of all viewpoints, we are told that individuals should
not be prevented from doing whatever their religious principles allow.
We are further told that a free society should not “invade the privacy of
awoman’s body.” Furthermore, itis contended that a just society should
not pass laws that create unfairness, nor should a merciful society make
laws that impose handicaps on children. Finally, a wise society will not
pass laws that it cannot (or perhaps does not have the will to) enforce.

Men exalting themselves in their superior enlighten-
ment and humanity use these arguments to promote
abortion. On the surface, these may appear to be valid
assumptions for a society that professes concern about
all of its members. They are, however, based on the false
assumption that unborn babies are not human beings
entitled to the same protection as all other members
of society.

According to the Bible, man’s thinking concerning
abortion is contrary to God’s way of thinking. The Bible
says that the unborn child is a living soul. The Holy
Spirit inspired David to say, “Behold, I was shapen in
iniquity; and in sin did my mother conceive me” (Ps. 51:5).

When David said, “T was shapen,” he clearly implied
that from the moment of conception, he was the same
person who would later be known as David, the great
king of Israel.

Again, in Psalm 139:13-14, David was inspired to
write, “Thou hast covered me in my mothers womb. I
will praise Thee; for I am fearfully and wonderfully made.”

From the moment of conception, and as the Holy
Spirit purposed, David was indeed a person. It was
David’s body, his very substance that resided in his
mother’s womb.

We find the same type of teaching concerning Jere-
miah. He said: “Then the Word of the LORD came unto
me, saying, Before I formed thee in the belly I knew thee;
and before thee came forth out of the womb I sanctified

>

thee, and I ordained thee a prophet unto the nations’
(Jer. 1:4-5).

God knew the Prophet Jeremiah before he was born,
plainly signifying that his soul and spirit were already
in his maturing infant body. If this fetus had been
aborted, it would have constituted murder, for more
than a mass of tissue would have died — the Prophet
Jeremiah would have died. His mother might not have
known he was to be a mighty prophet, but God knew.
His mother might not have even known his name if he
hadn't survived birth, but God knew that as well.

I am saying that in God’s eyes and according to His
Word, a fetus is unquestionably a person. It is a liv-
ing soul from the very moment of conception. It is a
child — whether born or unborn.

John the Baptist was filled with the Holy Spirit ‘even
from his mother’s womb” (Luke 1:15). Mary, the mother
of Jesus, went to greet Elisabeth, “And it came to pass,
that, when Elisabeth heard the salutation of Mary, the
babe leaped in her womb” (Luke 1:41). John the Baptist,
yet a “fetus” in his mother’s womb, may not have under-
stood why he leaped at the sound of Mary’s voice, but
God knew. Even as a fetus, John responded to the pres-
ence of the Saviour, who was then within Mary’s body.

It is interesting to note the words of Jesus in Mark
10:14: “Suffer the little children to come unto me, and
forbid them not: for of such is the kingdom of God.” Here
He was referring specifically to the small children being

brought to Him for His blessing, but the Greek word translated in Luke 1:41
as “babe” is brephos. Brephos means “an unborn child or newborn.” Based on
this, it seems clear that every infant— born or unborn — has an immortal soul
since Jesus said, “Of such is the kingdom of God”

What Is Life Worth? Jesse Helms, U.S. Senator, states: “There comes a time in
the history of all great civilizations when the moral foundations upon which
it rests are shaken by some momentous turn of events. That time has come for
America. The historical experience of Western man indicates that such upheav-
als can ultimately destroy a nation — the collapse of Rome being only one of
many examples. Great nations die when they cease to live by the great princi-
ples that gave them the vision and strength to rise above tyranny and human
degradation. Unless the abortion decision is reversed by an amendment to the
Constitution, the future of America is in grave doubt, for no nation can remain
free or exercise moral leadership when it has embraced the doctrine of death™

The true issue behind legalized abortion (as well as the growing acceptance
of infanticide) boils down to a judgment on the value of human life. Approval
of these practices demands acceptance of the primary evolutionary premise
that man is just an animal — a view diametrically opposed to the Judeo-Chris-
tian concept that affords great value to every person.

The Weisberg incident was first reported on February 6, 1982, as a small,
obscure item in the Los Angeles Times. One might have expected the article
to be slashed across the front pages of all papers in bold black type, but that
isn't the way it happened.

The newspaper reported the discovery of 500 fetuses, some weighing up to
four pounds. A crew of workers discovered the mangled and maimed mass of
humanity — individually stored in formaldehyde-filled maimed plastic con-
tainers —in what began as simply an assignment to repossess a 20-foot-long
shipping container. Marvin Weisberg, owner of a pathology lab in Los Angeles
County, had failed to pay the storage bill on the container that he used to store

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infants from abortion mills for pathological studies.

Workers, unloading the container behind Weisberg’s posh Wood-
land Hills home, stared in disbelief at the evidence of mass murder,
while others, their senses assaulted by the odors and morbid sight,
vomited in horror. One crew member later said, “I saw one fetus
with legs two and one-half to three inches long, and the body and
head were demolished. I was scared, frightened, and had tears in my
eyes. What else can you say?”

His boss had said, “They’re just fetuses, but they sure looked like
little babies to me.”

The Los Angeles County Board of Supervisors called for a speedy
determination of any illegality. Under California law, abortion of
fetuses under 20 weeks of age was legal, but since state codes required
burial or cremation, improper disposal was evident. That, however,
was not the first problem with disposal. In 1976, tenants who shared
the same building as Weisberg’s lab complained about 100 fetuses
stacked in the hallway.

Four private organizations, including a Right-to-Life group, offered
to pay for the cremation or burial of the yet undetermined number
of almost 7,000 pounds of babies whose lives were cruelly and pre-
maturely snuffed out. It was later determined that there were actually
17,000 fetuses in the container.

President Reagan endorsed a plan to hold a memorial service for
the fetuses, but the district attorney refused to release what he now
considered “criminal evidence” In response, public officials and
members of the California Pro-life Medical Association made a cou-
rageous attempt to initiate action and promote burial by releasing
the grossly disturbing photographs of the infants.*

The media, of course, protected the perpetrators of this horrendous
deed and echoed their perverted views. In a diabolical plot to brain-
wash the American public, they presented the abortion-produced
carnage as a mere unemotional abstraction rather than exposing the
actual magnitude of the slaughter.

How is it that a media that ordinarily specializes in the sensational
and the sordid suddenly suppresses pictures of the massacred, fails
to reveal the negative factors involved, and even refuses to inform
the public of the medical and emotional hazards to the mother? If
the truth be known, only those whose consciences have been seared
into insensitivity could choose to suppress such a crime.

It seems inconceivable that a nation as great as America could
regress to such abominable barbarism. Still, it is happening! Men
as drunken savages, intoxicated with their own wisdom and power,
court the god of Baal, and our nation’s passive multitudes watch from
the distance and do nothing! 2

|s there a difference
between speaking in
tongues and the gift of
tongues?

A. Yes, there is a difference.

Any born-again believer can be bap-
tized with the Holy Spirit, which will
always be received with the evidence of
speaking in other tongues for use in per-
sonal prayer, worship, and service to God.
During times of corporate prayer and
worship, Spirit-filled Christians often pray
and worship the Lord in their personal
prayer language, but what they speak in
tongues is not meant to be interpreted.

I Corinthians 12:10 mentions ‘divers
kinds of tongues,” or the gift of tongues.
This specific gift of the Holy Spirit given to
some Spirit-filled believers is an utterance
in tongues spoken in a public setting such
as church—an utterance that is meant to
be interpreted for the purpose of giving

messages from the Lord that will bless,
edify, and inspire the people.

This is confusing to many non-Pente-
costal people. They do not understand the
difference and think they are both one
and the same. They are not.

To simplify, we could say that one is a
promise, and one is a gift.

The Promise Of The Father

After His resurrection and before His
ascension to heaven, the last thing Jesus
told His disciples was to wait for “the
promise of the Father”

“And, being assembled together with
them, commanded them that they should
not depart from Jerusalem, but wait for
the promise of the Father, which, saith he,
ye have heard of me. For John truly bap-
tized with water; but ye shall be baptized
with the Holy Ghost not many days hence”
(Acts 1:4-5)

As Donnie once put it, Jesus was telling
His followers: “You've been with Me these
three and a half years, but I have to leave.
I've got to go away. But I'm not going to
leave you comfortless. 'm going to send
Someone back who will not only be with
you, but who will be in you. But first go
to Jerusalem and wait for the promise of

the Father. Don’t go build churches. Don’t
go teach. Don’t go evangelize. Wait for
the promise”

That promise was made by God in Joel
2:28 which starts out, “And it shall come
to pass afterward, that I will pour out my
spirit upon all flesh.” On the Day of Pen-
tecost, the wait was over; God fulfilled
His promise: “And there appeared unto
them cloven tongues like as of fire, and it
sat upon each of them. And they were all
filled with the Holy Ghost, and began to
speak with other tongues, as the Spirit gave
them utterance” (Acts 2:3-4).

As a side note, this group of a hundred
and twenty believers, or however many
there were that included Jesus’ chosen
disciples, had already given their hearts
to Christ. Previously, Jesus had told them
to rejoice because “Your names are written
in heaven” (Luke 10:20).

This shows that a person is not bap-
tized with the Holy Spirit simultane-
ously with conversion. As my husband
often says, “The baptism with the Holy

Spirit, with the evidence of
speaking in other tongues,
is an experience separate and
apart from salvation”

Acts 2:4 says, “And they were all filled
with the Holy Ghost, and began to speak
with other tongues, as the Spirit gave them
utterance.” In the Greek text, there is no
evidence whatsoever that their speaking
in tongues was gibberish or language
coined at that moment by the Holy Spirit.

As we see in Acts 2:6-11, these were
languages unknown to the speakers but
clearly understood by others from vari-
ous nations:

“Now when this was noised abroad,
the multitude came together, and were
confounded, because that every man
heard them speak in his own language.
And they were all amazed and mar-
velled, saying one to another, Behold,
are not all these which speak Gali-
laeans? And how hear we every man
in our own tongue, wherein we were
born? Parthians, and Medes, and

Elamites, and the dwellers in Meso-
potamia, and in Judaea, and Cap-
padocia, in Pontus, and Asia, Phry-
gia, and Pamphylia, in Egypt, and in
the parts of Libya about Cyrene, and
strangers of Rome, Jews and proselytes,
Cretes and Arabians, we do hear them
speak in our tongues the wonderful
works of God.”

If you have ever seen someone expe-
rience the baptism in the Holy Spirit, as
my husband and I have many, many times,
then you know how precious, how holy it
is. It never ceases to amaze. Why? Because
you are witnessing the Spirit Himself giv-
ing that believer utterance—a new
 capability to draw closer to the
% heavenly Father through fellow-

. ship, prayer, and worship.
Again, everybody who is
filled with the Holy Spirit will
speak in tongues, but not every-
body who speaks in tongues has
the gift of tongues.

The Gift Of Tongues

“Divers kinds of tongues,” or the gift of
tongues, is one of nine gifts of the Spirit
given expressly at the discretion of the
Lord Jesus Christ through the person
of the Holy Spirit to Spirit-filled indi-
viduals to bring forth direction to the
body of Christ in message, comfort, and
exhortation.

Divers kinds of tongues are a supernat-
ural utterance given by the Holy Spirit in
languages never learned nor understood
by the speaker and seldom understood
by the hearers. It has nothing to do with
man’s linguistic ability, mind, or intellect.
The gift of tongues is a vocal miracle.

Since the gift of tongues is meant to
be interpreted, another gift of the Spirit
is required—the gift of interpretation of
tongues, which is also listed in I Corin-
thians 12:10.

These two vocal gifts of the Spirit—
tongues and interpretation—are used to
give messages from the Lord that bless,
edify, and inspire the people.

The purpose of interpretation is to ren-
der the gift of tongues intelligible to the
hearers so that the church, as well as the
possessor of the gift, may know what has
been said and may be edified. Paul said,
“greater is he that prophesieth than he that
speaketh with tongues, except he inter-
pret, that the church may receive edifying”
(I Cor. 14:5).

We have several Spirit-filled believers
at Family Worship Center who are used
in the gift of tongues and in the gift of
interpretation, and it is always a blessing
to the entirety of the church body, when
they are used according to the guidelines
of the Holy Spirit.

After hearing the gift of tongues and the
gift of interpretation in operation, some
may wonder why the interpretation is
longer or shorter than the utterance in
tongues. The reason is an interpretation of
tongues is just that—an interpretation. It
is not a translation. So the interpretation
may be shorter or longer, depending on
the language that was used in the initial
utterance.

The apostle Paul, under the guidance of
the Holy Spirit, devotes a good portion of
I Corinthians 14 discussing these subjects
because there is potential for confusion.
My husband and I have been in services
where two people attempt to operate in
these gifts at the same time. Maybe you
have seen this as well. It doesn’t mean that
the devil is behind it. It just means that
people sometimes get things mixed up.

But if we will learn to stay in the Spirit,
follow the Spirit, walk according to the
Word, and be sensitive to what the Spirit
wants and desires, then everything will
work out right, because God is not the
author of confusion.

The Gift

“And as they did eat, Jesus took bread, and
blessed, and brake it, and gave to them, and
said, Take, eat: this is my body. And he took

the cup, and when he had given thanks, he

gave it to them: and they all drank of it.
And he said unto them, This is my blood of

the new testament, which is shed for many.”
—MARK 14:22-24

AS IS OBVIOUS, the subject matter of
the text is what we know as the Last Sup-
per. However, everything the Lord said
and did has a far greater spiritual mean-
ing than what the text bears out with just
a surface reading.

The Lord’s Supper was that which was
derived from the Passover meal. The
meanings of both—the Passover and the
supper—are similar, yet different. The
Passover represented something which
was to come, while the supper repre-
sented that which had already come—
Christ. The Passover represented a work
not yet finished, while the supper repre-
sented a work completely finished.

Ordinance Or Sacrament
The taking of the Lord’s Supper is very
holy as it is a memorial for the church
regarding the sacrifice of Christ. Though
it is very holy and not to be ignored or
taken lightly, it is an ordinance of the
church and not a sacrament. A sacrament
means there is a salvation in the cup and
the wafer or cracker, and we should know
that there is no salvation in communion.
In Mark 14:22, not only are we given
the first steps in taking the Lord’s Supper
but also, in the order stated, we are given
the steps of the Christian life. That order
is: Jesus took, blessed, brake, and gave.

He Took

Jesus took the bread, and the bread rep-
resents His body, which was offered at
Calvary’s cross for humanity’s redemp-
tion. It is also a picture of all who come
to Christ and though stained with sin
and doomed to hell, once repentance
is offered, we are “taken” by Christ. The
believing sinner is taken and transformed
from a child of darkness to a child of light.
It doesn’t matter how great the transgres-
sion; our Lord has never refused to take

any sinner and save him. John 6:37 says,

“All that the Father giveth me shall come to
me; and him that cometh to me I will in
no wise cast out.”

He Blessed

Jesus took bread and blessed it. After tak-
ing the bread, the Lord blesses the bread.
The offering of His body on Calvary’s cross

was blessed by God the Father. Likewise,
when the sinner comes to Christ, he enters

into the economy of God, and God’s econ-
omy is a blessing economy. Deuteronomy
28:1-2 says: “And it shall come to pass, if
thou shalt hearken diligently unto the voice

of the LorD thy God, to observe and to do

all his commandments which I command

thee this day, that the LorD thy God will

set thee on high above all nations of the

earth. And all these blessings shall come on

thee, and overtake thee, if thou shalt hear-
ken unto the voice of the LorD thy God.”
In Deuteronomy 28:3-13, the Lord lists

the many and varied blessings He has pre-
pared for all who would obey His word. In

Hebrews 8:6, the writer states, “But now
hath he obtained a more excellent minis-
try, by how much also he is the mediator
of a better covenant, which was established
upon better promises.” So the blessings that
are now available to every believer are

even greater under the new covenant.

He Broke It

Jesus took bread, blessed it, and broke it.
For the Lord to be a blessing to humanity,
His body must be broken as it was at Cal-
vary. So, too, must the believer be broken
in order to be a blessing to those around
him. This is the sanctification process,
though, in the eyes of God, one is sanc-
tified at salvation. The practical aspects
of sanctification are progressive, hence,
the term progressive sanctification (I Cor.
6:9-11). Progressive sanctification is the

ongoing act of the Holy Spirit working in
us for us to “be conformed to the image
of his Son” (Rom. 8:29) in order for us to
be presented “faultless before the presence
of his glory with exceeding joy” (Jude 24).

The breaking is never pleasant or easy,
for the breaking is the abrogation of self,
which must be hidden in Christ. Never
forget, Christ died not only to save man
from sin, but also from self. Self is not
easily subjected. Actually, when one reads
the book of Job, one is reading the very
first book of the Bible to be written. As
the first book written, it is interesting to
note that the theme of Job is not the sal-
vation of the sinner, but the sanctification
of the saint.

The Gift

“Jesus took bread, and blessed, and brake
it, and gave to them” (Mark 14:22). When
He gave the bread, He was not only giv-
ing them physical bread but, spiritually,
He was giving Himself. Salvation is a gift,
hence, the word take. Salvation is not
hard. All one has to do is take, by faith,
the greatest gift given to humanity—the
gift of God’s Son, Jesus Christ—as one’s
Lord and Savior.

The Cup

“He took the cup” (Mark 14:23). The cup
signifies the shedding of our Lord’s blood
on Calvary’s cross. This cup is called the
“cup of blessing,” and what a blessing
the blood of Jesus Christ is. Everything
we have as benefits of salvation comes
through the blood of Jesus Christ.

Thanks

“He took the cup, and when he had given
thanks” (Mark 14:23). In our daily walk
with the Lord, we should be living a life of
continual thanksgiving. Be thankful, daily,
for God’s goodness.

Gave It To Them

“He took the cup, and when he had given
thanks, he gave it to them” (Mark 14:23).

And They All Drank Of It
“He took the cup, and when he had given
thanks, he gave it to them: and they all
drank of it” (Mark 14:23). The phrase,
“They all drank of it,” tells us that the Lord
died for all.

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Central Doctrines
of Iheology

ArTicLE By Gabriel Swaggart

People ask me continuously which major doctrinal
beliefs shaped my theology. There are three central
doctrines that have helped to shape my theology, and
all three play a significant role in the life of every
believer: THE CROSS, FAITH, AND THE HOLY SPIRIT.

THE CROSS IS the center of all theology,
the foundation upon which all doctrine
is built. The story of the Bible is the story
of Jesus Christ and Him crucified, and
my theology flows from that viewpoint.
Everything I believe stems from this
core teaching, for the only thing stand-
ing between humanity and eternal hell is
the cross of Christ.

Faith is the simple act of believing that
allows us access to what God has in store
for us as His children. Also, being a Pen-
tecostal, the stream in which I flow comes
from the river of the Holy Spirit, the third
member of the triune Godhead. We will
take a look at what makes my theology
work while viewing several themes that
have either solidified or challenged my
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view of my theology.

The first aspect of my theology is justifi-
cation by faith. Justification is the greatest
gift that God has given to humanity, and
nothing else comes close to its impor-
tance. Myer Pearlman states, “the word

Gustify’ is a judicial term meaning to

acquit, to declare righteous, to pronounce
sentence of acceptance”

Man owed a tremendous debt to God,
a debt that he could not pay. Therefore,
in eternity past, God saw through fore-
knowledge that He would create man
and that man would fall. However, the
Godhead did not leave humanity in this
fallen condition. God would become man
(the incarnation), to do for humankind
what they could not do for themselves.

God’s love for man was on full display as
Jesus Christ became the ultimate sacrifice,
laying down His life for His highest cre-
ation. The work that Christ accomplished
at Calvary was a legal work, where God
accepted the finished work of Christ as
payment, and the result was justifica-
tion for all who would exhibit faith in
that tremendous work. Through Calvary,
God’s verdict against us has been changed
from condemnation to righteousness, all
through the simple act of faith and grace
alone.

Through faith in what Christ has done,
the believing sinner is baptized into
Christ, where the old man is crucified,
and a new man is risen (Rom. 6:3-5; Gal.
6:15; I Cor. 5:14-17). This experience is
called the born-again experience. Salva-
tion does not and cannot find its source in
our works (Eph. 2:8-9), for God will never
be able to accept our righteousness as pay-
ment for sin. God cannot accept anything
less than perfection, and the only perfect
person to ever live was Christ. Therefore,
justification can only come through the
act of faith in Christ on the part of the
believing sinner. Through this same faith,

that person is declared righteous, or in
right standing with God. Justification is
more than just a pardon; it is a transfor-
mation from a sinner to a saint.

The second stream of my theologi-
cal mindset comes from the experience
of glossolalia, or speaking with other
tongues as the Spirit gives the utterance.
Being raised in a Pentecostal home and
church, I believe that the baptism with the
Holy Spirit with the evidence of speaking
with other tongues is a separate work of
grace apart from salvation. I believe that
at redemption, the Holy Spirit comes in
to dwell in the individual’s life for the pur-
pose of regeneration (John 3:1-8; 16:7-15).
However, at Spirit baptism, Jesus Christ,
the baptizer, baptizes the believer into the
person of the Holy Spirit, which is always
accompanied with speaking with other
tongues and is primarily for service, and it
gives the Holy Spirit access to the believer
and the believer access to the Holy Spirit
(Acts 1:8, 2:4; John 14:16-18, 16:13-15).

There are traditional views regarding
the infilling of the Holy Spirit that differ
from denominations and religious sects.
First, there is the viewpoint that is held by
most evangelical circles that believe the
Holy Spirit is received at salvation with no
need for a second experience. The One-
ness group declares that the infilling of
the Holy Spirit is received at salvation and
is accompanied by speaking with other
tongues. The third group is the Holiness/
Wesleyan tradition that believes the bap-
tism with the Holy Spirit is given after

salvation but not accompanied by speak-
ing with other tongues. The last position
taught by Pentecostals states that the
infilling of the Holy Spirit is a separate
work of grace and is always accompanied
with tongues.

The third stream that has shaped my
theology is the notion of sanctification
by faith alone. Just as we are justified
by faith alone, we are sanctified by faith
alone. Sanctification comes through faith
in Christ and the cross, which allows the
Holy Spirit to work in our lives to bring
about Christlikeness. One of the most
important works of the Holy Spirit is
sanctifying the believer, which means
that He purifies, cleanses, and prunes
God’s people. This work begins at sal-
vation and continues throughout our
everyday life and living, which points to
the belief that sanctification is instanta-
neous and progressive. It is instantaneous
in that this work was done once and for
all (Heb. 10:14), and progressive in that
the individual believer must follow after
holiness (Heb. 12:14).

We maintain that the work of sanctifi-
cation can only come about through our
faith anchored in Christ and the cross.
Upon faith in Christ and Him crucified,
we are set apart from the world and unto
Christ. Once a person expresses faith
in Christ for salvation, the Holy Spirit
places that person into Christ, which
means that he is placed in a position of
perfection. However, once that individual
begins walking in his Christian faith, he

realizes that his condition is constantly
up and down. It is the work of the Holy
Spirit to bring our condition up to our
position, which lends to the idea of sanc-
tification being both instant and progres-
sive. I posit that there is nothing that a
Christian can do to earn his sanctifica-
tion. One does not arrive at the fullness
of sanctification by doing good deeds, but
it is the Holy Spirit alone who can bring
about this work. But for the Holy Spirit
to work correctly, our faith must be in
Christ and the cross exclusively (Rom.
8:2). The cross is where Christ purchased
our salvation, and our victory over sin
was won (1 Cor. 1:17-18; Eph. 2:13-18),
and through faith, the Holy Spirit can
begin the work of bringing our condi-
tion up to our position.

Throughout these views, one can see
these three essential aspects of Christi-
anity: the cross, faith, and the Holy Spirit.
The cross is the central foundation of all
doctrine; faith is the key that unlocks the
door for us to experience all that God has
in store for us; and the Holy Spirit is the
one who oversees everything.

I tend to believe that if a person believes
that what Christ did is the answer for all
of life’s problems, then the Holy Spirit can
go to work to take out the bad and put
in the good. I also believe that God has
given everything for life and godliness
through Christ.

Destruction and Despair

at Ziklag
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In | Samuel 30:7-8, David consults with Abiathar, the man of
God, seeking confirmation: "And David said to Abiathar the
priest, Ahimelech's son, | pray thee, bring me hither the ephod.
And Abiathar brought thither the ephod to David. And David
enquired at the Lorp, saying, Shall | pursue after this troop? shall
| overtake them? And he answered him, Pursue: for thou shalt

surely overtake them, and without fail recover all

INTKINGS 22:7, King Jehoshaphat asked
the question, “Is there not here a prophet of
the LoRD besides, that we might enquire of
Him?” One of the most important duties
of a pastor is to provide wise and godly
counsel. When going through a crisis, I
urge you to visit with a mature and godly
pastor, pastor’s wife, or a wise, seasoned,
and godly church member. Godly coun-
sel is so important when going through
life-changing, negative experiences of life.
Psalm 1 warns us of “ungodly counsel”
Study Proverbs 11:14 and 15:22.

In the midst of the sounds of strong
weeping and insurrection, and the
strong smell of burning buildings

and tents, David calls for Abi-

athar, the high priest and the

man of God.

”

Most likely, David explains to Abia-
thar, the man of God, what He is feel-
ing about pursuing the enemy. In I Sam-
uel 30:8 he asks, “Shall I pursue after this
troop? Shall I overtake them?” David seeks
confirmation.

Established by Moses, there was a spe-
cific way to hear from God by consult-
ing the high priest who would be wear-
ing a white linen outer garment called an
ephod and on it would be a breastplate
holding twelve beautiful stones that rep-
resented the twelve tribes of Israel. Addi-
tionally, the ephod garment would have a
pouch attached to it holding two stones
called the Urim and Thummim.

Old Testament scholars believe that
these two stones were like two domi-
noes or like two flat rocks. On one side



was a Hebrew word for “yes,” and on
the other side was the Hebrew word for
“no” A question would be put to the high
priest and, in response, the high priest
would cause the two stones to fall out of
the pouch and onto the ground. If both
landed on the “yes” side, that would be
the Lord giving confirmation to do what-
ever was being asked. If both landed on
the “no” side, that would be a negative
response from God. If one rock showed
a “no” and one rock showed a “yes,” that
meant “hold steady” and “do nothing”

The high priest, Abiathar, caused the
two stones to fall on the ground, and both
landed on the “yes” side. The Word of the
Lord to David was clear: “Pursue, for thou
shalt surely overtake them and without fail
recover all” He got his confirmation. Get-
ting the wisdom of godly elders is valu-
able indeed. Knowing and obeying Scrip-
ture is extremely important.

David accepted the confirmation of the
Urim and Thummim and, with faith, ral-
lied his mighty men to war.

In T Samuel 30:8, God confirms to
David, “Pursue; for thou shalt surely over-
take them, and without fail recover all.” In
a spirit of obedience and faith, David and
four hundred men launched forward in
pursuit of the enemy. Providentially, God
allowed them to meet a wounded Egyp-
tian who had been fighting with the Ama-
lekites. David learned all about the Ama-
lekites and the condition of their families.
With clarity, David and four hundred men
marched on to find their families.

It is one thing to know the will of God;
it is another thing to attempt to do it with
all your heart with faith that God will help
you. Hebrews 11:6 says, “But without faith
it is impossible to please him: for he that
cometh to God must believe that he is, and
that he is a rewarder of them that diligently
seek him.” Faith is believing that God will
do what He says He will do. Real faith
brings strength and power.

In T Samuel 30:16, the Bible says that
David saw the Amalekites ‘eating and
drinking, and dancing.” It seems, without
much hesitation, the battle begins, “And
David smote them from the twilight even
unto the evening of the next day” (I Sam.
30:17). Ponder that— they fought all night
and then all day and won the victory. I
Samuel 30:18 reads, “And David recovered
all that the Amalekites had carried away:
and David rescued his two wives.”

Additionally, David took possession of
all the spoils from the Amalekites. David
and his mighty men had experienced
incredible destruction and despair. But
David got into God’s presence and heard
from God. He received godly confirma-
tion from the man of God, and he showed
true obedience and faith to pursue the
enemy and do war. I Samuel 30:19 reads,

“David recovered all”

Conclusion

I love to hear Evangelist Jimmy Swaggart
shout out, “If you won’t quit, God won’t
quit”

Young David, the future king of Israel,
had spent sixteen months out of the will
of God. Yet God was quick to forgive
David. At Ziklag, God gave Him words of
encouragement, clarified what he should
do about the enemy, directed him and his
troops to the enemy, and then empow-
ered David and his four hundred mighty
men to win the battle against the Ama-
lekites and recover everything that had
been stolen plus much more. Friend, our

God is a good God, and He loves you!
Never forget it!

Dear friend, when going through the
great trials of life, remember these three
simple steps:

1. Insincere, fervent prayer, remember
what Christ did for you on Calvary’s hill.
Two thousand years ago, Christ died for
your sins and my sins—past, present, and
future sins. I believe that David experi-
enced Ziklag because he had spent sixteen
months out of the will of God. He needed
to repent, and I believe that He did. So, be
sure to do what it says in I Corinthians
11, “let a man examine himself.”

2. Take your sins to the altar of God—
to the cross— and leave them there. Yes,
pick up the cross and follow Christ. Take
time to consult with one or more godly
counselors.

3. Go to arespected and honored elder
and seek godly counsel. Upon hearing
from God, commit yourself to do it and
get on with doing the will of God for your
life. Get back into the battle. Know your
enemy and by faith pursue the will of God,
and you will recover all. God’s calling on
your life will never be rescinded. God has
much for you to do for Him.

In Romans 8:31, the great apostle Paul
wrote: “What shall we then say to these
things? If God be for us, who can be against
us?”

In Romans 8:37, he writes, “Nay, in
all things we are more than conquerors
through him that loved us.”

—GALATIANS 6:2

Three Laws of the New Covenant

There are three great laws that attach themselves to the new cov-
enant. Every believer should be aware of their existence, their
meaning, and how they apply to God’s redemption plan under
Christ. They are: (1) The law of faith, (2) The law of the Spirit of
life in Christ Jesus, (3) The law of Christ

In months past, we focused on the first two laws. This month,
we will take a closer look at the law of Christ.

The law of faith declares that the believer is to consistently
approach his relationship with God by faith in Christ and Him
crucified. Doing so allows for the supernatural power of the law
of the Spirit of life in Christ Jesus to set believers free from the
dominion of sin and empowers them to live holy. The law of Christ
is the term that describes the moral actions and ethical attitudes
that are to be displayed in the life of every new covenant believer.

The Law Of Christ

The first task to resolve before a study on the term law of Christ or
Christ’s law can be accomplished is a definition of the term itself.
It is very likely that most Christians have paid little attention to
the term. Most, I fear, will have failed to recognize the signifi-
cance of its meaning. Christ’s law or the law of Christ is referred
to by the apostle Paul in two different locations in Scripture. The




most obvious is in Galatians 6:2. The other is in I Corinthians
9:21. The term itself does not designate a list of rules that need
to be slavishly followed. Instead, it revolves around the believer’s
personal relationship with Jesus.

The content of the law of Christ is declared in the New Testa-
ment Scriptures; Jesus Himself being the primary teacher. But
Christ’s law also includes concepts and truths regarding the new
covenant as written by the apostles and contained in the canon
of Scripture.

Thirdly, Christ’s law is taught by the ever-present influence of
the Holy Spirit which lives inside every born-again believer. He
is a consistent guide as to what is pleasing to Christ and what is
not. In essence, the goal is that Christ’s very life rises within the
heart of the believer and is displayed in his actions, attitudes,
decisions, and responses. Paul declared, “Yet not I, but Christ
liveth in me” (Gal. 2:20).

When the essence of Christ is enabled in the heart, rather than
what is indigenous to the flesh, then one is truly participating in
the law of Christ. The new covenant is really all about Jesus. The
law of Christ has its fulfillment as a believer embraces the life-
style expected of a saint and the means by which that lifestyle is
to be accomplished.

The Word And The Holy Spirit

The law of Christ holds the moral teachings of Jesus as declared
in the New Testament Scriptures. The Holy Spirit is the premiere
new covenant guide of moral law. If a believer had no availability
of the New Testament (which was a basic reality for most of the
first fifteen hundred years of the church) the Holy Spirit could
more than adequately guide that believer toward the moral ethic
of Christ’s law. Jeremiah spoke of this when he prophesied about
the new covenant (Jer. 31:33-34).

Because most believers have the availability of the Scriptures
today and all believers have the indwelling Holy Spirit, they can
count on the coordination of these two heavenly gifts to properly
guide them. The Holy Scriptures should reinforce and confirm
that which one is sensing in his inner being. Both of these marvel-
ous gifts are safeguards and, if yielded to, will confirm the truth of
the morality that is required by Christ for those in His kingdom.

Christ’s Law And The Mosaic Law

It is important to recognize that Christ’s law is different and
unique from the Mosaic law. The Mosaic law was the law given
to Moses by the mediatorial agency of angels. Christ’s law was
spoken by Jesus Christ Himself under the direction of the Holy
Spirit. While there may be parts of Mosaic law that are included

in Christ’s law, believers must understand that we have a different
or new covenant that comes from a separate and distinct author-
itative source. Any individual may be under only one contract
with the same person or entity at any single moment in time.

God has granted three major covenants that reflect the respon-
sibilities of his elect people. The first was the Abrahamic covenant.
This was the covenant of promise that was regulated by faith. In
it, God promised Abraham that a redeemer would come through
his lineage to establish redemption for the whole world. The sec-
ond was the Mosaic covenant given at Mount Sinai and applied
to the Jewish people of Moses’ day. This covenant continued for
approximately sixteen hundred years but has now been rendered
obsolete (Heb. 8:13) as it has been completely fulfilled by Christ.
The third covenant is the new covenant which was promised,
prophesied, and established through the ministry of Christ by
his death on Calvary.

The guidelines, responsibilities, and ethics of the Mosaic cove-
nant have been rendered obsolete. Obsolete does not mean that
something was ever wrong, improper, or evil. It means that the
law of Moses no longer has authority over, or is the responsibil-
ity of, those in the new covenant. However, many of the moral
and ethical demands that were a part of the Old Testament law
are included in the instructions of Christ and His apostles. This
makes them a part of the new covenant. We are responsible to
abide by these instructions. In the Great Commission Jesus said,

“Go ye therefore, and teach all nations, baptizing them in the name of
the Father, and of the Son, and of the Holy Ghost: Teaching them to
observe all things whatsoever I have commanded you” (Matt. 28:19-
20). The moral and ethical instructions of Christ are Christ’s law.

Works Of Righteousness Do Not Save

A demand for proper moral attitudes and actions cannot produce
salvation. Salvation is by grace through faith alone! Christ’s law
simply instructs believers as to the proper standard of holy living.
Some of the ethical guidelines in Christ’s law are taken directly
from the Mosaic law. But as is clear in Matthew 5:21-48, Christ’s
teachings always supersede or completely change the content of
the Mosaic law.

Jesus established a far higher ethical standard than anything
ever before established. He not only demands a far greater stan-
dard of morality than the world has ever seen, but He also estab-
lished the means by which it might be attained. His death on
the cross made available the Holy Spirit to every believer. When
the believer maintains faith in Christ and the cross, the Holy
Spirit can equip a believer to meet the righteousness demands
of Christ’s law.

Revolution

In the minds of intellectuals, Darwinism gave
scientific justification to remove God from our
educational system. It also gave way for psychology
to enter in and address man’s condition.
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In this new society, man would no longer
need to concern himself with sin; psychol-
ogy would become the religion of human-
ism; and the manner in which society
addressed everything would change, from
why criminals commit acts of injustice to
why some fail in school. Every facet of
behavior would be labeled and diagnosed
with a therapeutic solution.

Couple Darwinism and humanism with
an economic system, and you now have a
winning formula for society to be raised
up to a utopia, right? Not so fast. There is
more to this drama.

Karl Marx And Communism

The economic solution widely embraced
today is socialism. However, socialism is
not the end goal. To Karl Marx, social-
ism is that of an economic transition. In
other words, socialism is the path toward
communism.

Marx attempted to build on Darwin’s
theory of evolution. In his famous book,
Das Kapital, Marx attempted to apply Dar-
win’s view of evolutionary struggle in ani-
mal life as a universal concept to explain
all of life’s disciplines. He taught that “sur-
vival of the fittest” also applied to govern-
ments. Marx wanted to dedicate Das Kap-
ital to Darwin, who declined his offer.

To Marx, humanity would be free to
control its own destiny when socialism
replaced capitalism. His views set the stage
for many political struggles to follow in
the next century.

Nietzsche—God Is Dead

It was only after his death that Friedrich
Nietzsche’s sister published her broth-
er’s book, The Will to Power. Nietzsche
believed and taught that man would tri-
umph over his own destiny, and that man-
kind lived in a universe ruled by scien-
tific laws and therefore had no need of the
Bible, God, or religion.

Marx and Nietzsche both preached the
same thoughts. By the end of the nine-
teenth century, a chorus of other radical
voices in the intellectual community of
Europe rose in agreement.

Freud And Psychology
Sigmund Freud is often called the father of
modern psychology. He offered some rad-
ical new ideas. He taught that man needed
to be freed from his religious values and
could find within himself all the necessary
guidelines to protect and advance society.
It was Freud who would say that belief
in God is a mental disorder. He taught that
anyone who truly believed in God suffered
from a deep-seated mental problem. He
fervently tried to disassociate guilt from
sin. Freud denied that there was a God
anywhere to trouble man’s mind or soul.



Karl Marx wanted to dedicate
Das Kapital to Charles Darwin,
who declined his offer.
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He further taught that man, his mind, and
his own values are the ultimate basis for
happiness and success—without the need
for divine laws. He believed humans are
essentially animals—a view espoused by
others of that day, i.e., Wilhelm Wundt,
who is credited with establishing the first
psychology laboratory in Leipzig, Ger-
many in 1879. This event is widely recog-
nized as the formal establishment of psy-
chology as a science, distinct from biology
and philosophy.

The vast impressions made by the pre-
ceding on all future influencers of soci-
ety changed the very dynamics of soci-
ety—a society that once embraced God
and recognized that personal accountabil-
ity toward God shaped human character.

For example, the original rule of Har-
vard College in 1636: “Let every Stu-
dent be plainly instructed, and earnestly
pressed to consider well, the maine end
of his life and studies is to know God and
Jesus Christ which is eternal life (John

17:3) and therefore to lay Christ in the bot-
tome, as the only foundation of all sound
knowledge and Learning” Harvard’s one-
word motto at that time? “Veritas,” which
is the Latin word for “truth”

Many years later, in the nineteenth cen-
tury, Christopher Langdell, former dean
of the Harvard Law School, expanded the
radical thinking of Marx and Freud. He
taught that evolutionary principles must
also be applied to judges’ opinions: the
U.S. Constitution is relative, changing, and
should be interpreted by judges who could
rule that law means whatever the judges
want it to mean.

Antonio Gramsci

The concept of “the long march through
the institutions” explains the Communist
theoretician Antonio Gramsci and his cul-
tural revolution. Society must fall under
the influence of the progressive forces
devoted to transforming a nation. No
longer is a war necessary if a generation

can be trained to think correctly. Rede-
fine government, family, religion, and so
forth, and through this systematic redef-
inition process of culture, a new political
order can arise.

In Italy, where Gramsci was from,
Benito Mussolini’s totalitarian formula
was, “Everything within the state, nothing
outside the state, nothing against the state””

Gramsci would use the strategy of the
Fabian socialists, who chose “patient grad-
ualism,” rather than violent insurrection,
as the most effective means to collectiv-
ize society. He would urge the Marxists
to escape from the shackles of economic
theory and focus instead on society’s cul-
tural organs: the press and other media,
education, entertainment, religion, and
the family.

Gramsci advised that for revolution-
aries to establish political leadership and
hegemony (leadership or dominance),
they must not count solely on the power
and material force of government; they
must change the culture upon which the
government was built. Once that is accom-
plished, the newly developed government
will be made up of those who have been
indoctrinated to the new culture.

Gradualism has been going on for many
decades now. The leaven has permeated all
aspects of society. The cultural revolution
made significant progress in the 1960s and
is now manifesting its new culture on
everyone. As we dig deeper into its impact,
it will send chills through your body to see
how successful they have become; even
their effect on the church. 2

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Are We Called To Be Relevant To Society?

“It’s too
restrictive,” they say. “It needs to be more
acceptable to the masses.

We need to change the
gospel”

Do We Have The Authority

To Change The Gospel?

Before we attempt to change the gospel of
Jesus Christ, we should address this ques-
tion: Do we have the authority to change
the gospel that was first established by Jesus
Christ?

There are those who place church tra-
dition on par or even above the written
Word of God (Vatican II). What had been
established by church leaders is viewed as
the divine revelation of God and must be
accepted by the “faithful” However, that
is not what God’s Word says. Paul did not
tell Timothy to trust in the traditions of
men but to trust in the inspiration of God’s
Word. Paul said, “All scripture is given by
inspiration of God, and is profitable for doc-
trine, for reproof, for correction, for instruc-
tion in righteousness: that the man of God
may be perfect, thoroughly furnished unto
all good works.” (I Tim. 3:16-17). Those
who say their tradition is equal to or more
powerful than Scripture did not use Scrip-
ture to validate their statement.

Don’t Mess With God’s Word

God’s Word does not give us the author-
ity (Greek: exousia) to change His Word.
The book of Revelation ends with a strong
warning: “If any man shall add unto these



things, God shall add unto him the plagues
that are written in this book: and if any
man shall take away from the words of the
book of this prophecy, God shall take away
his part out of the book of life, and out of
the holy city, and from the things which
are written in this book” (Rev. 22:18-19).

The Way Of Salvation Must Always

Remain The Same

Jesus said, “I am the way, the truth, and
the life: no man cometh unto the Father,
but by me” (John 14:6). A simple faith in
the completed work of Calvary has always
been the only way a sinner might find for-
giveness of sin. And that’s where the prob-
lem lies—we don’t want to tell people that
they have offended God. We would rather
tell them that they are already acceptable

to God and all they have to do is join a
church and participate when it is conve-
nient to do so. We live in a society focused
on being politically correct. By doing so,
they hope to please everybody.

When it comes to the gospel, you can’t
please everybody. James warns us to be
careful that our friendship with the world
can make us enemies of God: “Ye adulter-
ers and adulteresses, know ye not that the
friendship of the world is enmity with God?
whosoever therefore will be a friend of the
world is the enemy of God” (James 4:4).

Would It Still Be The Gospel?

If we changed the gospel, would it even
be the gospel? How is it good news if they
believe they are acceptable to God only
to find out in the end that they are not?

There is only one way to be saved and that
is through the blood of the Lamb. For
mankind to bypass the sin issue means
they are not saved. For mankind to bypass
the cross means they are not saved. We
will always experience opposition from
the world. The answer is to press in to
Jesus and not give in to the world. Lets
let our light shine, and let the Holy Spirit
pierce the darkness. Is it time to change
the gospel? Never! #

Selfishness

“And the people stood beholding. And the rulers also with them derided him,
saying, He saved others; let him save himself, if he be Christ, the chosen of God.
And the soldiers also mocked Him, coming to him, and offering him vinegar,
and saying, If thou be the king of the Jews, save thyself. And one of the
malefactors which were hanged railed on him saying, If thou be the Christ,

save thyself and us.” —LUKE 23:35-37, 39

THE UNDERLYING CAUSE of most sins
is selfishness. It is called by several dif-
ferent names, such as pride, self-will, the
flesh, and self-esteem. It is valuing, pre-
ferring, and giving priority to self above
anything or anyone else, including God.
In the verses above, some of the Jew-
ish people, religious rulers, soldiers,
and even one of the criminals who
was crucified with Jesus, mocked
and ridiculed Him by telling
Him to save Himself. If He was
the Messiah who healed the
blind, deaf, and lame, and even
raised the dead, it should be a
simple thing for Him to save
Himself from dying on the cross.
But they did not understand that
this was the whole purpose, or
cause, for which He was born and
lived for (John 12:27).
Even His own disciples did not
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understand and actually opposed why
He surrendered without a fight (Luke
22:49-53). They talked, from the begin-
ning, about His having to be killed (Mat-
thew 16:21-23; Mark 8:31-33; Luke 9:22,
44-45; 18:31-34). And they expected Him
to deliver them from the Roman Empire
and establish a new kingdom of Israel, but
He rebuked them for going against His
death, which was God’s will. Jesus went
as far to say that no one could be one of
His disciples if he was not willing to give
up his entire selfish life and live for God.
Even though being a Christian can
cause someone to be killed physically, it
is necessary for everyone to become a “liv-
ing sacrifice” (Rom. 12:1), or to surrender
his life completely to God through faith
in who Christ is and what He did on the
cross. This is what it meant to allow Christ
to be the Lord of—in control of—his life,
which is an essential part of becoming



and remaining a Christian (Matt. 16:24-
25; Mark 8:34-35; Luke 9:23-24). This is
what the rich young ruler refused to do
because his material possessions were
more important to him than surrendering
to and following Jesus (Luke 18:23). But
that is exactly what the person did when
he found a treasure in a field (Matt. 13:44),
and a pearl of great price (Matt. 13:46). He
went and sold all he had so he could buy
the items that were much more valuable
than all he had.

Everyone is trading his life for some-
thing. They are either trading or giving
up their souls for the temporary things of
this life that lead to eternal death, or they
are giving up their lives in this world so
they can have eternal life with God. (Matt.
16:26; Mark 8:36-37; Luke 9:25).

Paul said it this way: Most people
change, or trade, the glory of God for an
idol (Rom. 1:23). They go on to change or
trade the truth of God for a lie and wor-
ship and serve the creature more than the
Creator (Romans 1:25). Finally, some go
as far to change or trade the godly rela-
tions between a man and a woman in mar-
riage for homosexuality (Rom. 1:26-27).

In Acts 1:8, believers are described as
witnesses (3144. martus) who have infor-
mation or knowledge of something to give
to others. This information is gained and
given to others by the power of the Holy
Spirit. First, it is gained by the power of
the Spirit only through faith in the cross
that enables believers to be dead to:

o the sin nature (Rom. 6:2, 7, 11; I Pet.
2:24)

o the law (Rom. 7:4; 8:1-2; Gal. 2:19;
5:18)

o the world (Col. 2:20; Gal. 6:14)

o the flesh (Rom. 8:11-13; Gal. 5:16, 24)

« the devil (Col. 2:14-15; 1 John 3:8-
9; 5:18)

Then it is shared with others by the
power and anointing of the Spirit result-
ing from the baptism of the Holy Spirit
(Acts 2:4; 4:23-31; 8:14-17; 9:17-18; 10:44-
48;19:1-7).

So God requires every person who
wants to live for Him to surrender every-
thing he is and everything he has to be a
Christian and fulfill God’s plan for his life.
This is similar to Jesus overcoming self-
ishness by humbling Himself and being
obedient to death, even the death of the
cross (Phil. 2:8). .
